Interpretation of the Livonian War as God’s Punishment in Balthasar
Russow’s Chronica der Provinz Lyfflandt (1578-1584)

Even though Balthasar Russow has been often named one of the most important chroniclers
of 16" century Livonia, his Chronica der Provinz Lyfflandt is rarely analysed in modern-day
scholarship. It is most commonly used as a source for research regarding the history of the
Livonian War. Unlike, for example, The Chronicle of Henry of Livonia, which has enjoyed a
renewed interest by scholars in recent years, Russow’s text has seldom been analysed from the
viewpoint of theology, literary studies, and similar disciplines.

Theological ideas are an important factor that must be taken into account when analysing
the historical account written by Russow, a Lutheran pastor. However, instead of rejecting his
religious views as an obstruction to gleaning objective information from his text, the chronicle can
be analysed in the context of 16" century European theology, showing the place of the text in the
European history of ideas and literary tradition. Therefore, the aim of the author of this paper is to
bring attention to lesser researched aspects of Russow’s history writing, looking at a particular
theological standpoint of Russow: interpretation of the Livonian war as a punishment sent by God.

By using a comparative approach, Russow’s theological views in relation to the origin of
the war are placed in a wider context of 16™ century European political theology. Russow’s
interpretations are compared to similar texts produced in Livonia (for example, the 16" century
poem De monstroso partu by Daniel Hermann) and the ideas of Reformation era theologians
Martin Luther and Philip Melanchton regarding God’s role in secular political events. Insight will
be provided into the ways in how the prevailing theological ideas shaped Russow’s history writing
and his interpretations of the events in Livonia. The analysis of the chronicle in this context reveals
its worth as not just a source for historical facts, but an important part of the 16" century European
theological and literary tradition.

14. gadsimta Lietuvas Dizkunigaitija oficiali kluva par kristigu zemi, tacu kristietiba
nonaca konfrontacija ar jau iesaknojusos paganu religiju, kurai bija sava sociala struktiira un kulta
vietas. Baznicas institiicijas pastavéSana bija atbilde uz sabiedribas pieprasijumu péc kadas
izveletas vai domingjosas religijas iedibinasanas un savu pamattic€jumu un vertibu mainas. Saikne
starp religiju un sabiedribu atklaj izmainas sabiedribas vertibas un mentalitate.

Petijuma mérkis ir noteikt, kadas bija strukturalas attiecibas starp Baznicu un sabiedribu
Vilkijas draudzes teritorija (Kaunas apkaimé) laika no 16. gadsimta otras puses lidz 17. gadsimta
beigam. Darba galvenais uzdevums ir izp&tit mentalitates un religisko ierazu mainu konkrétaja
kopiena.

Petijuma tiek izmantota mikrovéstures metode. Mikroveésture ieklauj antropologu
pétijumus un izmanto Kliforda Girca (Cliford Geertz) “piesatinata apraksta” (thick description)
metodi. Mikrovestures p&tnieks novero vesturisko kopienu un dzivo taja, iegremdgjoties avotos un
savacot visu pieejamo informaciju par izp&tes objektu. Darba izmantotas art Emila Dirkema (Emile
Durkheim) atzinas par religijas sociologiju.

Petfjuma tika atklats, ka 16. gadsimta otraja pus€ Vilkijas draudzes teritorija pastaveja tris
savstarp&ji konkurgjosi kristietibas atzari: katolicisms, protestantisms un pareizticiba. Draudzes
teritorija specigas pozicijas bija protestantismam un pareizticibai, bet visvajakas tas bija Katolu
baznicai. Sabiedribas dzive€ joprojam klatesoss bija paganisms.

Church and Society in Vilkija Parish from the Second Half of the 16"
Century to the End of the 17" Century

The Grand Duchy of Lithuania officially became a Christian country in the 14" century,
but Christianity then faced an already established pagan religion with a social structure and cult
places. The functioning of the Church as an institution arises from the society’s demand to establish
a chosen or dominant religion, change its core beliefs and values. The link between religion and
society reveals value and mentality changes in the community.

The purpose of the study is to identify the structural relationship between the Church and
society in Vilkija parish (next to Kaunas) from the second half of the 16™ century to the end of the
17" century. The main goal of the work is to investigate the shift of mentality and religious
practices in a local community.

The method of investigation is microhistory. Microhistory reflects the research of an
anthropologist and uses Cliford Geertz’s thick description method. A microhistorian tries to
observe the historical community, to live in it by delving into the sources and gathering as much
as possible information about the research object. The work also uses Emile Durkheim’s theory of
sociology of religion.

The study results reveal that in the second half of the 16" century there were three
competing branches of Christianity in Vilkija parish — Catholicism, Protestantism, and Orthodoxy.
Protestantism and Orthodoxy had strong positions in the parish, while the Catholic Church was
the weakest. Paganism was still present in society’s daily life.

The situation drastically changed in the 17" century. The Catholic Church then had the
greatest religious influence in Vilkija parish, it changed the daily life of parish dwellers. The parish
had a confraternity that established new religious practices and Christian values in various social
groups, and a school that spread Christian learnings. The shelter in the parish embedded Christian
values of generosity and help.

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Forgotten Wooden Manor Houses of Baltic German Nobility and Their
Research Perspectives. Architectural Handbooks and Tractates in Estonia
during 1700-1850

The architectural heritage of the Baltic Germans in the Baltic region is mostly associated
with the wide network of manor ensembles built all over Estonia and Latvia. In the past couple of
decades, dozens of books have appeared one after another, which by now have seemingly
uncovered all the secrets of the manorial era, yet there is still one specific aspect that has been left
out and has kept the general knowledge about the region one-sided. Thanks to a thorough
systematic research done by two students (Elis Pdarn & Maria Sigal) at the University of Tartu in
2018, it is now clear that wood as a building material made up half of the still standing manor
houses within the Republic of Estonia at the beginning of the previous century. However, currently
the only monograph on the topic is written by ethnographer Gustav Rénk, who has published a
study Die dlteren baltischen Herrenhofe in Estland (1971) about buildings that date back to the
Swedish era.

Due to the lack of research into architecture in the 18-20" centuries, the topic of wooden
manor houses offers many possibilities for research. The most logical research incentive is to
follow the period after the Great Northern War up to the heyday of manorial culture in the first
decades of the 19" century, mark the architectural changes and find out the influences that turned
simple residences into markers of high culture. Since wooden architecture is associated with
anonymous authors, the broader architectural picture must be taken into consideration, i.e. the
immigration wave of craftsmen and landlords’ growing interest in the building practice with the
help of architectural handbooks and tractates. Therefore, this presentation focuses on the issue of
style and tradition and provides an overview of architectural books that were available and used
within the borders of modern-day Estonia. With that said, the presentation gets into more detail
with three German authors: Nikolaus Goldmann, Friedrich Schmidt and David Gilly.

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The Childlessness Phenomenon Research in Lithuania: From Sources to
Scientific Studies

Childlessness is often called the phenomenon of the post-modern society. In recent years,
this topic has been growing in popularity among scientists and the society in Lithuania. However,
the research of demographic history shows that there has always been a significant number of
individuals who, for various reasons, could not have children. This is supported by ethnographic
sources, which show that childlessness is viewed as a major misfortune in the Lithuanian society,
and by ethnological research that is dedicated to family traditions. Ethnological research also
reflects traditional rural community’s outlooks on motherhood, i.e. it is an inseparable part of a
woman’s identity, and inability to conceive will result in stigmatisation.

Although childlessness in Lithuania has not yet caught many ethnologists’ attention, it is
still possible to discuss the research interdisciplinarity of this phenomenon, which takes
demographics, sociology, and ethnology into consideration. The goal of this report is to review
and analyse sources and research related to the childlessness phenomenon in Lithuania.

In this work, the following tasks are set: 1) to analyse Lithuanian ethnological sources
which reveal traditional Lithuanian countryside community’s outlook on childless individuals; 2)
to review ethnological research related to the childlessness phenomenon in Lithuania; 3) to analyse
the data of sociological and demographic research from the perspective of how social sciences
perceive the childlessness phenomenon.

To achieve this, source and research analysis method is used. Moreover, the comparative
method is utilised, which helps to reveal not only the specific character of the sources and research,
but also the change in the outlook on infertility in society, interdisciplinarity and the growing
relevance of research.

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Declaration of Independence of Lithuania and Belarus in 1918:
A Comparative Analysis

Sovereignty and state creation were the ultimate goal of every nation in the beginning of
1918, but it was hardly achievable when the First World War was still ongoing. Two main forces
— German Reich and Russia — shared and divided the map while small nations fell in between the
blood paths of the two powers. Lithuania was occupied by Germany since 1915, and the ethnic
lands of Belarus belonged to Russia until February 1918 when German troops launched a
successful attack and proceeded deeper into Russia’s territory. However, the German military
force started to diminish as resources were declining, which was even more obvious in the
beginning of 1918. The situation in both states varied in terms of political freedom.

The Council of Lithuania was formed in Lithuania and was responsible to represent
Lithuanian interests, and sought for independence from Germany since its election on 22
September 1917. The Council of Lithuania declared independence on 16 February 1918, on a
democratic basis, and was recognised by Germany on 23 March. On the other hand, Belarusian
territory was ruled by Russia and only fell under German authority in February 1918. However,
the Council of the Belarusian National Republic was actively working on the formation of
Belarusian statehood in both political and territorial aspects. Therefore, such aspirations had to be
developed swiftly due to a short window of opportunity, and hence the Belarusian National
Republic declared its existence as a territorial unit on 9 March, which led to the declaration of its
independence on 25 March 1918.

As a result, two new different states had emerged; nonetheless, such a development
naturally leads to fundamental questions on how these two countries managed to achieve
independence while being under different conditions and circumstances? The research was carried
out by analysing archival material and the press.

The aim of the presentation is to compare the geopolitical situation of Lithuania and
Belarus in 1918 and show the possible impact of political developments of the past on modern-
day states.

The Impact of the Great Depression on Hit-Music Publishers in Riga
(1929-1933)

Alberts Rokpelnis

In the 1920s and 1930s, hits implied arias of current operettas, title songs of musicals, and
other popular songs composed in party dance rhythms, such as foxtrot or tango. They were
available to the general public in sheet music and records. Most of the foreign composers’ hit
editions were imported, but some were also published in Riga. In the 1920s, in Latvia, this was
carried out by some publishing houses already having been established in Riga during the Russian
Empire, as well as smaller publishers having existed for a short time, as well as music merchants,
musicians themselves, etc. In the 1920s, records were imported to Latvia, whereas in the early
1930s a few local companies were established, so production of records was started in Riga.

The report chronologically covers the period from the beginning of the world economic
crisis in 1929 to 1933, when gradual reduction of the crisis in Latvia started occurring. The choice
of the time period was determined by the fact that at the turn of the 1920s and 1930s a number of
changes were observed in the work of publishing houses.

First, there was a general increase in the activity of music publishers (the number of printed
sheet music, names of publishers). Second, production of records was started in Latvia at that time.
Third, imports of records decreased as a result of the economic crisis. At the same time, the number
of publications of local hit composers, sound recordings, as well as hits composed by local
musicians increased. With the closure of the country’s external economic borders, the industry
began to concentrate on the internal market, i. e. the local music industry was formed. The local
infrastructure was developing (record recording equipment, etc.). However, the overall purchasing
power declined. The above circumstances raise the question of whether and how the economic
crisis affected hit publishers and whether it brought about long-term changes in music publishing.

The aim of the report is to analyse the trends in hit publishing in Riga at the turn of the
1920s and 1930s, based on the published hit editions.

The presentation is based on the sheet music collection of the Academic Library of the
University of Latvia and the Alfréds Kalnin§ Music Reading Room of the National Library of
Latvia, supplemented with information from press publications and documents of the Latvian
National Archives.

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Architecture of the Buildings Designed by Engineer-Architect Karolis
Reisonas in Smaller Lithuanian Towns

Karolis Reisonas (Karlis Reisons), an engineer-architect of Latvian origin, is one of the
most famous specialists of Lithuanian architecture between the wars. Despite being a foreigner, he
had a prolific career in the field of architecture in Lithuania at that time. He is best known for being
considered one of the promoters of modernist architecture in Lithuania, and for the buildings
designed in Kaunas, the capital of Lithuania at the time, when he held the position of city engineer
in 1930-1938. However, Karolis Reisonas worked not only in Kaunas, but also in other Lithuanian
towns. In 1922—1930, he held the position of Siauliai city engineer, and for a brief period, in 1940
1941, he held a similar position in Panevézys. In the 1920s and 1930s, he also practiced privately
and designed various buildings, from private houses to schools and hospitals in such Lithuanian
towns as Birzai, Jurbarkas, Marijampol¢, Pasvalys, Tauragé, and elsewhere. It is assumed that his
work in smaller Lithuanian towns is an exceptional period of his career, which, unfortunately, is
not sufficiently researched and not widely known. Buildings designed by him in smaller
Lithuanian towns in the 1920s and 1930s are of exceptional architectural quality and are no less
important legacy of his creative career. Therefore, the presentation, based mainly on archival
material, will focus on his lesser-known buildings designed in smaller towns of Lithuania, and
their architecture.

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View on Lithuania of the French Communist Party’s Newspaper L’Humanité,
1944-1948

At the end of the Second World War, when the Soviets occupied the Baltic States, the
Communist Party was the most popular party in France, with around 25-30% of the electorate
supporting it. From 1947, its popularity gradually declined. The party, which was openly pro-
Soviet, also published a newspaper called L’Humanité, in which it expressed its views on various
issues. In this study, I examine the way this newspaper covered Lithuania at the beginning of the
Soviet occupation, in order to reveal its position, which also influenced the French political
behaviour at that time.

By examining both articles and history of the Communist Party using its newspaper, [ draw
attention to sources of information and compare the statements found therein with the facts
currently known, in order to demonstrate the methods of Soviet propaganda in France during this
period.

Although historians are aware of the views of the French radical left at that time, no articles
have been published on this particular issue — representation of Lithuania at that time. This research
is therefore useful not only for the analysis of Franco—Lithuanian relations in this period, but also
for researchers working on Franco—Baltic relations in general and on Soviet propaganda strategies
abroad.

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Baltic Textile Art School. Comparative Analysis of Landscape Representation
in Latvian, Lithuanian and Estonian Textile Art

Rita Legcilina-Broka

The historical period of the study covers the 1950s—1980s. These decades are marked as
the time of the most notable success in the development of textile art ever achieved in the Baltic
states. Particularly in Latvia, the turn to the figurative storyline way of expression, supported by
modernised tapestry weaving technique and academic education, on the one hand, made textile art
an object of interest for propaganda, and on the other, granted it with the opportunity to express
oneself freely in the language of conditional colours, forms, and textures supported by the specific
character of the fibrous material. A typical feature of this period is the predominance of landscape
and nature imagery motifs increasingly emerging in Latvian textile art.

Since the national peculiarity in applied art was supported and desirable in the Soviet
Union, each country developed an original textile art school based on the national folk art heritage,
marking the differences in ways of expression. A significant role in the expression of the national
peculiarities was played by the tendency towards academic education and by the leading artists of
the branch. However, as to the performance of the Baltic states, art critics identified considerable
similarities in the artistic expression of textile artists and introduced a specific collective term —
the Baltic Textile Art School. Distinction of the textile art of Latvia, Lithuania, and Estonia, in
comparison with the performance of other Soviet republics, was marked by the use of colour,
innovations in the technical execution, and the prevailing lyrical, poetic imagery mood.

The report aims to provide an insight into the development of Baltic textile art by
emphasising the role of professional education and the contribution of the leading textile artists in
the creation of national schools. Analysis of the available visual data allows concluding that the
landscape and nature imagery in textile art in the reviewed period is represented in all Baltic
countries. Therefore, using this finding as a unifying thematic axis, it is possible to track down the
development of schools, as well as to highlight the common features and emphasise the
differences. However, distinctly varied and abundant treatment of the landscape theme in textile
art can be identified only in Latvia. A combination of qualitative research methods has been used
in the study, including comparative, formal, iconographic art history methods, case research,
biographical method, analysis of written sources, and interviews.

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Women’s Roles in Armed Conflicts: Past and Present

This research specifically contributes to the understanding of women’s roles in armed
conflicts. Historically, different studies argue that war is a man’s game. As a result, feminist
academics argue that gender is an expression of power relations and in such a case it offers for
women narrow positions (from victims to other insignificant roles). Despite these claims, there are
historical analyses that try to present women as active players, with different but significant roles
and responsibilities in war zones. For example, we can see it in the analysis of the First World War
and the Second World War.

The Russo-Ukrainian War is chosen as an example of these days. The ongoing conflict of
the 21% century encourages us to look at how women participate and what roles they play
nowadays. Practically, since the beginning of the war, women actively participated and
demonstrated their preparation to act.

In this research I am dwelling on how women participated in war historically, describing
what roles they played in war zones and how we can compare it with the case of these days. The
main information in historical analysis is based on already existing academic literature.
Information about the Ukrainian war is received and based on women’s stories or other secondary
sources. Data was analysed by content analysis.

In conclusion, the growing number of women in combat zones indicates that this topic is
relevant in conflict studies. Even though gender is an important and often mentioned aspect in war
analysis, historically made research shows that women can be both passive and active participants.
Nevertheless, historical analysis reveals different points, but still, we can find common tendencies,
illustrating the 21 century peculiarities and historical continuity.

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Urban Planning and Architecture of Medieval Riga through the Prism of Rita
Zandberga

Liberta Stoma
Art Academy of Latvia

The applicant’s research interest is focused on the medieval architecture of Latvia. It has
been viewed by exploring the legacy of architectural historian Rita Zandberga (1929—-1993) and
analysing her lifelong contribution to medieval research, which so far has been out of focus. There
is little known about Rita Zandberga’s biography. However, after examination of the vast
collection of materials related to the family history and scientific research stored in the archives of
the Latvian Museum of Architecture, new and so far unknown biographical materials of the
architects Rita and Arigo Zandbergs were discovered. Although references to Rita Zandberga’s
contribution have appeared on many occasions in publications related to the history of architecture,
her hypotheses and research have been assessed contradictorily, and have provoked discussions
and criticism, mostly among archaeologists. Therefore, the architect’s conclusions and hypotheses
have not always been appreciated and were seldom published. The report focuses on the time-
tested hypotheses and conclusions of Rita Zandberga, highlighting architect’s positively evaluated
contribution to the history of Latvian medieval architecture. This allowed emphasise the positive
impulses of Rita Zandberga’s research and identify new directions for further research into the
history of urban planning and architecture of medieval Riga. The historical biographical method
and textual analysis methods have been applied.

Hanseatic History in Latvian Museums since 1991

Riita BruZevica
Tallinn University

It is likely that almost every Latvian has got some idea of the Hanse and its history, and if
not, then at least an association with a place, product, or company that uses its name today.
However, only some people share awareness and interest in the subject behind the known and
commonly used term, which is influenced mainly by what has been heard at school or later in life.

While historians are doing their job by researching their topics of interest, in the
communication with society museums are the main media for the transfer of historical findings
and general knowledge. In museums, professional curators, together with specialists of history,
create exhibitions on the general or regional history and various topics thereof, including the
Hanse, which is an important element of the cultural and historical identity of a number of Latvian
cities. However, in spite of that, Latvians are relatively unfamiliar with medieval history, and there
is a noticeable gap between the views of society and historians on issues of medieval history.

In the Master’s thesis, “Depiction of Hanseatic History in the Communication of Latvian
Museums and Exhibitions from 1991 to 20207, defended in 2021, information on the
representation of the Hanse was summarised in museums — institutions that could be called the
main media for history. Exhibitions on medieval history that have been displayed in the museums
since the 1990s until today were analysed to evaluate the relevance of the reflected information to
specific historiography trends and contemporary research approaches. Also, analysis was made of
the potential impact of museums on the public opinion on and interest in the Hanseatic history, its
relevance to today’s research. The report presents the overall picture of the Hanse having been
revealed in Latvian museums and the conclusions on possible factors affecting this situation.

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Everyday Life as a Research Approach in the Study of Urban History: The
Example of Julius Doring and Jelgava

The paper provides an in-depth insight and analysis in the usage of everyday life as a
research approach in the study of urban history and urbanisation in Latvia and the Baltic region.
Urban history in the territory of Latvia has been researched in a relatively fragmented way, more
attention has been paid to individual cities and towns in the region and aspects of their
development. The history of Riga, the largest city of the region, has attracted researchers in
different periods of time, however, the city is developing and lives along with the surrounding
rural territories and other towns. Therefore, historiography looks relatively rarely at the interaction
between different cities and the overall or opposite trends in their development processes. The
everyday life research approach could be one way to gain a more comprehensive analysis of
urbanisation processes, particularly in the 19" century when the present-day urban centres were
formed.

The everyday life historical research approach provides an opportunity to analyse the
human and spatial factors in urban development and urbanisation processes throughout more
individualised experiences and ritualised, low-visibility activities and practices, thus allowing to
see urban—human interaction and development impulses, both within a town and in a wider
regional context. Julius Doring’s memoirs and diaries serve as an example and provide an
opportunity to apply such a research approach. In this case, it allows looking at the development
of the city of Jelgava in the second half of the 19" century through an individual experience or
everyday life, at the time when rapid urbanisation takes place and the role of the city and urban
lifestyle, increases in society.
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Kokles modernizacija Latvija starpkaru perioda

svarigu latviesu kultiiras simbolu. Tomér 19. un 20. gadsimta mija §1 instrumenta spéles tradicijas
bija uz izzuSanas robezas, lai gan atseviski entuziasti veicinaja tas ieklauSanu Latvijas kultiirtelpa.
P&c valstiskas neatkaribas iegiiSanas (1918) radas pieméroti apstakli kokles attistibai. Ta saka
arvien biezak skanét ne vien lauku majas, bet art sartkojumos, koncertos, radiofona un dievturu
svetritos. Vestures liecibas lauj secinat, ka tiesi $aja laika koklei radas jauns pielietojums — saka
veidoties pirmie zinamie koklétaju ansambli. Sis process gaja rokroka ar modernizacijas ideju,
ievieSot dazadas inovacijas instrumenta uzbiive, speles panémienos un repertuara. Tadejadi koklei
radas ne tikai jaunas modifikacijas, bet arT ar tam saistiti jauni muzic€Sanas konteksti un pati
mizika.

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Modernisation of the kokle in Latvia during the Interwar Period

Already during the first National Awakening, in the 1850—1880s, the kokle was deemed to
be an important symbol of Latvian culture. However, at the turn of the 19" and 20" centuries, the
playing traditions of this instrument were on the brink of extinction, although some enthusiasts
encouraged its inclusion in the cultural space of Latvia. Following the acquisition of national
independence (1918), there appeared appropriate conditions for the development of the kokle. It
was played more and more frequently not only in country houses, but also in concerts, radio, and
in the Dievturi religious ceremonies. The historical evidence suggests that exactly at that time a
number of kokle ensembles were established. This process went hand in hand with the idea of
modernisation, introducing a variety of innovations in instrument’s design, performance
techniques and repertoire. This resulted not only in new modifications of kokle, but also in new
musical contexts and music itself.

The topicality of the chosen theme is based on the fact that the kokle plays an important
role in Latvia’s music life. However, the studies on its history are still scarce and they provide an
incomplete insight into the topic. The aim of this paper is to identify the main trends in the process
of upgrading the kokle in Latvia in the interwar period. In addition, it investigates the kokle’s
relationship to the sociocultural environment.

In the study the descriptive method is applied, to characterise, for example, the process of
modernising the instrument. The archive research method was also used — various interwar press
materials and published and not published studies by Mara Vanaga and Teiksma Jansone,
researchers of kokle.

The analysis of the materials leads to the conclusion that modernisation of the kokle during
the interwar period implied the necessary compromise between the already disappearing tradition
and the social demand. P&teris Korats who was engaged in popularising the kokle tradition, along
with Janis Norvilis, a professional musician, have contributed significantly to the development of
the kokle. The experience accumulated by the kokle player ensembles of the 1920s—1930s made
the basis for the process of modernising of the kokle already in the post-war period.

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Monetary System in Medieval Livonia (15" to Mid-16" Century): A Source of
Conflicts or a Land Consolidation Instrument?

The history of Livonia from the 13" to the 16" century is characterised by a constant
struggle between several political players: the Archbishop of Riga, the Livonian Order, and the
citizens.

One of the most striking manifestations of these disagreements was local coinage and
monetary policy. The controversies were based on the fact that the right to mint coins since the
beginning of the 13" century had belonged to the Livonian lords, which prohibited cities (primarily
Riga, Tartu, and Tallinn) from the realisation of an independent and autonomous monetary policy.
At the same time, the cities ensured practical implementation of minting coins and became
important economic centres; this role increased in the late Middle Ages with the growth of trade
rates and volumes.

In 1422-1426, Livonia underwent a monetary reform, which led to the creation of a new
monetary system: equal coins were now in circulation throughout Livonia; changes in the minting
rules affected the entire territory of Livonia. This means that with the new monetary system the
politically pluralistic Livonia was transformed into a unified space, where money played a
communicative and unifying function — until the Livonian War, which put an end to this already
fragile political unity.

The question of a precise definition of the Livonian political system still remains open.
However, when describing Livonia as a region and analysing the specific development trends of
this area, not only the political system is important, but also other aspects that united society. One
of the essential elements that held this heterogeneous political structure together was local coinage.

The report focuses on the role of the Livonian monetary system in the late Middle Ages. In
the case of Livonia, is there any reason to talk about a centralised monetary union, as was the
practice of many German cities at that time? Can any consistency be observed in solving the
problems of money circulation? To what extent were decisions influenced by the struggle between
political and economic players?

Unfortunately, the development of coinage is not a very popular topic among contemporary
researchers of Livonian history, notwithstanding a comparatively sound source basis. Most of the
works are characterised by the descriptive method — presentation of the factual material. The paper
focuses on the Livonian coinage in a broader context, emphasising its role in the life of late
medieval society, as well as in shaping the region and creating the image of Livonia.

The Cathedral Chapter of Archbishopric of Riga and the Issue of Coadjutor
in 1555-1557

The Coadjutor’s Feud (1556—1557) was one of the last inner conflicts in the history of
Livonia. It was caused by the intertwining of multiple factors in the inner and regional politics,
and hence the problem of selecting a coadjutor of the Archbishop of Riga and the Coadjutor’s Feud
has been a widely studied topic of regional history. At the same time, there is a lack of detailed
research on the politics of the Cathedral Chapter of Riga, even though its election rights were at
the core of the problem. This is explained by the fact that the outcome of the conflict was
determined by the political pressure by the King of Poland who was an ally of the Archbishop, and
it was followed by the Livonian War (1558—1583) and secularisation (1566). The aim of this paper
is to give an analytical overview of the politics of the Cathedral Chapter. The comparative, genetic,
and hermeneutic methods are used for that purpose. The conclusions show that the standpoint of
the Cathedral Chapter was influenced by multiple converse factors, like the need to preserve their
status and denomination and the need for connections in the Holy Roman Empire. Its ability to
influence the situation was limited, and the chapter primarily aimed at preserving its status and
possessions. Application of imperial norms might have been the most effective instrument of its
politics; however, within this conflict that was prevented due to the international support ensured
by the Archbishop. This overview does not aim at explaining the causes of the conflict, but rather
it provides an opportunity to have a clearer look at the position of the Cathedral Chapter of Riga
in the context of other ecclesiastical territories in the German Empire.

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Beginning of the Riga Zunft Emblematics: An Example of Craft Seals, 16™
Century — First Half of the 17" Century

The beginning of the emblematics in Europe can be traced back to Renaissance Italy. Its
time of prosperity was in the 17%/18" centuries, and it declined in the 19" century. Most often
emblems bear allegorical or representative functions. The European craft fraternities also used
representative emblems as identification marks.

Emblematics in Riga crafts appeared already in the 16" century, when the craftsmen’s
corporations (guilds, Zunft) accepted craft representing emblems. The beginning of the craft
emblematics can be associated with the sphragistic material of craftsmen’s corporations. Until
now, imprints of the seals of seven Riga crafts have been preserved, which were made between
the early 16™ century to the mid—17" century, and one seal that was made in the middle of the 17"
century. These are kept in the collection of sphragistics of the Museum of the History of Riga and
Navigation.

The earlier seals of Riga crafts have been preserved from the early 16 century in the form
of imprints — namely, the seal of surgeons made in 1513, and the seal of goldsmiths made in the
early 16" century. Both seals were created before the spread of the Reformation movement in
Riga, when the cult of saints was active within the craftsmen’s corporations. As it is known, each
craft had its own holy patron, who also implied a distinctive sign of the craft. For example, St.
Eligius, who was known throughout the territory of the Holy Roman Empire as the holy patron of
goldsmiths, was also depicted on the seal of the Riga Goldsmiths’ corporation.

During the Reformation, when Lutheranism denied the ideas of the cult of saints, holy
patrons were gradually replaced by craft emblems. For the representation of a craftsmen’s
corporation, most often craft’s working tools or craftsmen’s goods were depicted. However, also
in later times, images of saints or some attribute of a saint can be found in craft emblematics.

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Ukrainian Cossacks in the Territory of Latvia during the Polish—Swedish War
0f 1600-1611: Data on the Role in the Warfare

In 1600, a war broke out between the Kingdom of Sweden and Rzeczpospolita (Kingdom
of Poland and Grand Duchy of Lithuania) for dynastic and religious reasons. Confessional
differences prevented King Sigismund III from gaining long-term support in both Catholic
Rzeczpospolita and Lutheran Sweden, which led to the war between the two countries in the early
17" century. During this period, the Polish and Lithuanian dominions included the territories of
modern-day Belarus and Ukraine, where fundamental confessional differences still existed.

In addition, during the period under review, a militarised and corvée-free closed
corporation, known as the “Zaporozhian Sich”, was formed on Ukrainian lands along the banks of
the Dnieper River; the corporation involved Cossacks. Some of them, despite their religious
contradictions, were willing to serve in the army of the King of Poland and the Grand Duke of
Lithuania and thus took part in the military campaigns of Rzeczpospolita, including the war of
1600-1611. Since the Baltic region, including the Polish Vidzeme, immediately became a
battleground, the Ukrainian Cossacks as part of the Rzeczpospolita military also took part in
hostilities on the territory of modern-day Latvia.

The purpose of this paper is to analyse data about the participation of Ukrainian Cossacks
in military campaigns as the part of the Polish and Lithuanian armies, mainly in Vidzeme in 1600—
1611. Based on historical sources and scientific works on this topic, this paper will provide answers
to the following questions:

— What were the reasons and motivation of the Ukrainian Cossacks to take part in the war
in “Polish Vidzeme™?

— How exactly the participation of Ukrainian Cossacks in the war occurred on this
battlefield?

Jautajums par Polu Inflantijas §lahtas (inflantieSu) politisko darbibu 18. gs. ir loti maz
pétits, Tpasi tas attiecas uz posmu péc pievienosanas Krievijas impérijai (1772). Tam vesturnieki
pieveérsusies pavisam nesen. Tadel raksta mérkis ir, balstoties uz Sobrid izpétito, dot ieskatu par
Sodienas Latvijas teritorijai piederigu zemju muizniecibas politisko darbibu, uzskatiem,
politiskajam afiliacijam laika posma starp Polijas I un III dali§anu (1795).

Ievada 1suma dots ieskats par inflantieSu nostaju attieciba uz 18. gs. 60. gados Tstenotajam
Ze&pospolitas reformam, par anti-krievisko un anti-reformu Baras konfederaciju, ka arf par I
dalisanu. So nostaju raksturoja no vienas puses nosacits tuvums karala Stanislava Augusta
politiskajai nometnei, no otras — bazas par attiecibam ar Krieviju.

Péc 1772. gada dala inflantieSu kluva par dubultpavalstniekiem, jo bija saglabajusi
IpaSumus Latgales teritorija, zvergusi uzticibu Katrinai II, bet péc 1778. gada Kurzemes
hercogistes teritorija atjaunoja savu darbibu muizniecibas pasparvaldes sanaksmju (seimiku) un
Seima Itmeni. Vinu spilgtakais darbibas laiks bija valsts reformu posma 1788.—1792. gada (Lielais
jeb Cetrgadu Seims). Tad atklajas gan visai sarezgitas inflantie$u attiecibas ar dazadam
Ze&pospolitas politiskajam grupam, Krievijas valstsviriem, ka arf inflantieSu nostaja arpolitika,
jautajumos par armiju, attiecibam ar Baznicu, dzimtbtSanu, attieksmi pret ebrejiem. Salidzinata
ar1 inflantieSu nostaja ar citu Ze&ospolitas zemju muiZnieku uzskatiem. Kopuma inflantie$u
politiska pozicija bija drizak piesardziga, demonstr&jot sp&ju strauji mainit nostaju.
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Political activity of the Latgale (Polish Livonia/Inflanty) Nobility (szlachta) in
Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth (Rzeczpospolita) after Its Incorporation
into Russia and until the Third Partition of Poland (1772-1795)

The issue of the political activity of the Polish Livonia nobility (Inflantians) in the 18"
century is a scarcely researched, especially concerning the period after the inclusion into the
Russian Empire (1772). Historians have been addressing this period only recently. Therefore, the
aim of the article is, based on the current research, to provide an insight into the political activities,
views, and political affiliations of the nobility of the lands (Latgale) belonging to the territory of
modern-day Latvia.

The introduction briefly gives an insight into the political position of the Inflantians
regarding reforms of Rzeczpospolita in the 1760s, the anti-Russian and anti-reform Bar
Confederation, and the First Partition. Their position was characterised, on the one hand, by the
relative proximity to King Stanislav August’s political camp, and on the other, by concerns about
relations with Russia.

After 1772, a part of the Infantians become dual citizens, because they had maintained
possessions in the territory of Latgale, sworn allegiance to Catherine II, but after 1778, in the
territory of the Duchy of Courland, they renewed functioning of nobility councils (seimiks) and
their participation in parliament — the Seym. The most noticeable period of their activities was
during the state reforms of 1788—1792 (the Great or Four-Y ear Seym). Then the rather complicated
relations of the Infantians with various political groups of Rzeczpospolita and Russian statesmen
were revealed. Also, the Inflantian position concerning foreign relations, army, relations with the
Church, serfdom, and attitude towards Jews is described. The position of the Inflantians is
compared to the views of other noblemen of Rzeczpospolita.

In general, the political stance of the Infantians was rather cautious, demonstrating their
ability to change their position rapidly.

Tas liek uzdot jautajumu — kads bija anglu tirgotaju darbibas
apjoms un ietekme uz ekonomikas attistibu Riga un Vidzeme 18. gadsimta?

Nemot véra l1dzSing€jo t€mas izpeti un avotu pieejamibu, iesp&jams veikt petijumu par anglu
tirgotaju darbibu Riga un Vidzemé 18. gadsimta. M&s varam izpétit un analizét ne tikai precu
plismu un darbibas apstaklus, bet arT konkrétu tirgotaju uznémejdarbibas praksi, més varam izdarit
pietiekosi objektivus secinajumus.

Anglijas ekonomiska un finansiala attistiba tas pavalstniekiem nodroSinaja virkni
priekSrocibu. Tirdzniecibas Iigumi ar Krieviju pavéra labas iespgjas, tatu anglu tirgotaji Riga
piedzivoja iev@rojamus pilsétas rates noteiktus darbibas ierobezojumus. 1756. gada Rigas rate
izdeva rikojumu “Verordnung fiir die hierherkommende und allhier sich aufhaltende fremde
Negotianten”, kura 14 punktos apkopoja arzemnieku tirgotaju darbibas nosacijumus Riga. Rate
atsaucas uz senam Rigas privilégijam, dazadu valdnieku rezoliicijam un Rigas rates pienemtiem
lémumiem. Vestures fakti liecina, ka Rigas rates noteiktie ierobezojumi tika izstradati un versti
galvenokart pret anglu tirdzniecibas kompaniju iespieSanos. To mérkis bija izslégt anglu tirgotajus
no starpniecibas tirdzniecibas un radit konkurences priekSrocibas Rigas namnieku un holandiesu
tirgotaju grupam. Referata analizéti argjie faktori un riski, kas ietekméja tirgotajus, tirgotaju
iesp€jas un stipras puses.

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Restrictions on English Merchants in Riga in the 18th Century
Janis Stepin$

In the process of the development of international economic relations and intensification
of bilateral economic ties, internal and external factors play a very important role and influence
the transformation and evolution of economic structures. In the 18™ century, one such external
factor was the modernisation and influence of England and its demand for raw materials and
natural resources. It triggered an unprecedented growth of Russian exports and facilitated the
dependence of Russian foreign trade on demand from England. Another external factor was the
financial revolution in England and the accessibility of financial resources for English merchants.
The above two factors provided the base for active work of English merchants and their growing
commercial dominance in the countries around the Baltic Sea and especially in Russian ports. This
prompts a question: what was the scale of activities and influence of the English merchants on the
economic development in Riga and the Governorate of Livonia in the 18" century?

The current status of research into this topic and the available sources allow conducting
research on the activities of English merchants in Riga and the Governorate of Livonia in the 18
century. It is possible to study and analyse not only the flow of goods and working conditions, but
also the commercial practice of concrete merchants and to draw reasonably objective conclusions.

The economic and financial development of England provided its citizens with a range of
advantages. Trade agreements with Russia opened good opportunities, however, in Riga English
merchants faced certain restrictions imposed on their activities by the city council. In 1756, the
City Council of Riga issued regulations “Verordnung fiir die hierherkommende und allhier sich
aufhaltende fremde Negotianten”, which in 14 paragraphs summarised the provisions of work of
foreign merchants in Riga. The City Council made a reference to ancient privileges of Riga,
resolutions issued by different rulers, and its own decisions. Historical facts testify that the
restrictions imposed by Riga City Council were targeted mainly against the incursion of English
trade companies. They were aimed at excluding English merchants from intermediary trade and to
create advantages in competition for groups of Riga citizens and Dutch merchants. The
presentation analyses external factors and risks that affected merchants, as well as the opportunities
and strong sides of merchants.

The research is based on documents from Cambridgeshire Archives, the UK National
Archives, the State History Archives of Latvia, and the Russian State Archives of Ancient Acts.

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The First Years of Latvian Representation in the United States
(1921-1923)

In 1921, Latvia sent a delegation to the United States headed by Ludvigs K. S&ja (Louis
Ch. Seya). The goal of the delegation was the promotion of recognition of Latvia. In January 1922,
Arturs B. Lile, consular representative from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, was also sent to New
York. On 28 July 1922, when the United States had recognised Latvia de jure, the delegation in
Washington gained the status of a diplomatic legation and L. K. S&ja was accredited as the Charge
d’ Affairs. In April 1923, due to financial optimisation, the legation was closed and the consulate
in New York headed by A. B. Liile became the only diplomatic mission in the United States.

The report will cover 1) the goals and tasks of the Latvian delegation, later Legation, such
as promotion of Latvia’s visibility, facilitation of Latvia’s de jure recognition, creation of practical
conditions for interstate relations (money exchange principles, postal communication, etc.), 2)
practical problems and solutions (representation premises, provision of communication with the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, financial circulation), 3) cooperation with compatriots in the USA, 4)
the closure of the Legation.

The establishment of the Legation in Washington D.C. ensured the promotion of Latvia’s
visibility, formation of an understanding of US policies in Latvia, as well as facilitated the
recognition processes. The assumption that Latvia’s interests could be fully represented by the
consulate prompted the Saeima to implement financial optimisation and close the Legation in
Washington, despite the opposition by the Foreign Minister.

Viena no nozimigakajam LAISA komisijam bija Sabiedriski-tiesiska komisija, kuras
galvenie meérki bija sievietes tiesiska stavokla apzinaSana, tiesisko un profesionalo interesu
aizstaviba, ka ar1 sievieSu sabiedrisko aktivitasu veicinaSana. Sabiedriski-tiesiskas komisijas
piemérs lauj konstatét LAISA darbibas vispargjo stratégiju, merkus un aktivitates formas un ar tam
saistitas problémas, pieméram, biedrenu pasivitate, resursu trilkums, ka arf LAISA atpazistamiba.
Lai ar1 LAISA Sabiedriski-tiesiska komisija parstavéja primari akadémiski izglitoto sievieSu
intereses, komisijas izp€tes piemérs tapat lauj plasak konstatet sievieSu organizaciju pilsoniskas
aktivitates jomas un iesp€jas ietekmet sievietes stavokli, gan sadarbojoties savstarp€ji, gan — ar
valsts parvaldes institticijam. Nozimigakas komisijas aktivitates saistamas ar tadiem jautadjumiem
ka precétas sievietes darba tiesibu ierobezoSana, laulato mantiskas attiecibas, jauns civillikums,
precétas sievietes pilsoniba.

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The Latvian Association of Academically Educated Women:
An Example of Public-Legal Committee’s Activities (1929-1940)*

In the interwar period, women in Latvia were granted full rights to higher education. Higher
education was considered as one of the main factors for improving the women’s social status. As
a result, the number of academically educated women and their representation in the professional
sphere increased significantly, which promoted the need for an organisation that would represent
and defend their interests and professional rights, participate in the formation of higher education
and science policy, as well as improve the image of an educated woman in society. Based on the
example of the International Federation of University Women, the Latvian Association of
Academically Educated Women (LAAEW) was founded in 1928, as one of the most significant
organisations. The work of the LAAEW was organised in thematic committees and professional
sections.

One of the most significant committees was the Public-Legal Committee, the main
objectives of which were to identify the legal status of women, to protect their legal and
professional interests, and to promote women’s public activities. The example of the Public-Legal
Committee allows to identify the general strategy, goals, and forms of activity of the LAAEW
along with the related problems, such as passivity of members, lack of resources, as well as
recognition of the LAAEW. Although the Public-Legal Committee primarily represented the
interests of academically educated women, the example of the committee’s work also allows a
wider insight into women’s organisations’ civic activity spheres and possibilities to influence
women’s position in society, both in co-operation with each other and with state administration
institutions. The most important activities of the committee were related to issues like restriction
of the working rights of married women, property relations between spouses, a new civil law,
married women’s citizenship.

For the research of the activities of the Public-Legal Committee, unpublished documents
from the Latvian State Historical Archives were used, mainly from Fund 2261, “Latvian
Association of Academically Educated Women”, as well the informative publication of LAAEW
— Reports of the Latvian Association of Academically Educated Women. The genetic approach and
comparative method have been used in this study.

Neatkaribas kara, 1920. gados radikali mainijas vacbaltiesu politiskais un sabiedriskais stavoklis.
Skatoties augstakas izglitibas konteksta, parlamentaraja Latvijas valstt vacbaltiesi bija kluvusi par
nacionalo minoritati, kas liedza viniem iegiit valsts atzitu augstako izglitibu vacu valoda. Lai gan
viniem tika garantéta skolu autonomija, privataja augstskola, t. i. Rigas Herdera institiita, iegiita
augstaka izglitiba netika pielidzinata Latvijas Universitate (Rigas Politehnikuma/Rigas
Politehniska institiita pecteces) ieglitajam diplomam nacionalu apsvérumu del. Ar1 jautajums par
LU studiju valodu netika Iidz galam noreguléts, bet gan tika “iesaldéts” lidz autoritarisma perioda
sakumam. Tomér vacbaltiesi nebija gatavi padoties, un noléma aizstavet savas nacionalas tiesibas,
dibinot un organizgjot sabiedrisko organizaciju darbibu, kas izraisija interesi Latvijas Politiskajai
parvaldei.

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Baltic German Social Political Activities
as Viewed by the Latvian Political Department (1929-1934)

As the Republic of Latvia achieved its independence after the First World War and the
Latvian Independence War, the political and social position of Baltic Germans changed radically
during the 1920s. Looking from the perspective of the higher education, during the parliamentary
period the Baltic Germans had became a national minority, which prevented them from obtaining
state-recognised higher education in German. Although they were guaranteed school autonomy,
the private Riga Herder Institute diploma was not deemed competitive to the diploma obtained at
the University of Latvia (successor of Riga Polytechnikum/Riga Polytechnical Institute), for
national reasons. The issue of the UL study language was not fully resolved, it was “frozen” until
the beginning of the period of authoritarianism. However, the Baltic Germans were not intended
to give up and decided to defend their national rights by establishing public organisations and
organising their work, which rose the interest of the Latvian Political Department.

Baltic German public organisations could not survive without contacts with Germany,
since there were groups (branches) of these organisations, which provided aid for the Baltic
Germans residing in Latvia. Among these organisations the following are to be noted: the Baltic
(German) Brotherhood (Die Baltische Briiderschaft), the German Education Society of Latvia
(Deutsche Bildungsverein in Lettland), the German Cultural Society (Deutsche Kulturverein), etc.,
which functioned legally as education and cultural organisations, although in essence they were
hidden political organisations for consolidation of German state “soft” power. Currently, the
historiography is focused on the manifestation of national socialism in Baltic German social
political activities, especially the operation of Erhard Kroegers so called “Movement”
(“Bewegung’) which had ties with the Baltic German student corporation Curonia. However, the
socialpolitical activities of Baltic Germans during the parliamentary period might not be associated
with national socialism, but also with nationalism, conservatism, etc.

The aim of the report is to evaluate observations and assessments made by the Latvian
Political Department regarding the social political activities of Baltic Germans at the end of the
parliamentary period in history of Latvia, linking it with Latvia’s national security and Baltic
German-Latvian ethnic relations.

Konstantins Jezovitovs (1893-1946) bija viens no Latvijas baltkrievu minoritates
nacionalas paSapzinas veicinatajiem, kura darbibas rezultata baltkrievi Latvijas starpkaru posma
izveidoja vairakas baltkrievu kultiiras biedribas, izglitibas iestades, ka ar1 politiskas organizacijas
un apzindjas savas minoritates esamibas nozimi gan Latvijas teritorijas vestures konteksta, gan
Latvijas iekSpolitika starpkaru perioda.

Konstantina Jezovitova politiskie uzskati saka veidoties 1919. gada, aktivi iesaistoties
Baltkrievijas Tautas Republikas pasludinasana un darbojoties tas militari-diplomatiskaja dienesta
Latvijas teritorija. Peéc Baltkrievijas Tautas Republikas misijas izbeigSanas Konstantins Jezovitovs
atgriezas Latgal€ un pieversas baltkrievu politiskas darbibas organizéSanai, kas skara politisko,
izglitibas un kulttras sferu. Konstantina Jezovitova sabiedriski-politiskie uzskati aptvera vairakas
laikmetam svarigas norises. Savukart visa darbibas laika Konstantinu Jezovitovu nodarbinaja
jautajums par savas etniskds dzimtenes neatkaribu, kas izskaidro vina politisko motivu
klatesamibu visas aktivitates starpkaru posma Latvija.

Konstantin Jezovitov (Kanstantyn Jezavitau, 1893—1946) was one of the promoters of the
national self-awareness of the Latvian Belarusian minority, whose activities led to the formation
of a number of Belarusian cultural societies, educational institutions, and political organisations in
Latvia, in the interwar period, and facilitated the awareness of the importance of their minority’s
existence, both in the context of the history of Latvia and in Latvian domestic politicy during the
interwar period.

The political views of Konstantin Jezovitov began to form in 1919, as he actively
participated in the proclamation of the Belarusian Democratic Republic and acted in the military-
diplomatic service in the territory of Latvia. Following the termination of the Mission of the
Belarusian Democratic Republic, Konstantin Jezovitov returned to Latgale and focused on the
organisation of Belarusian political activities dealing with the political, educational, and cultural
spheres. The public-political views of Konstantin Jezovitov covered several important
developments of the epoch. Through his entire life, Konstantin Jezovitov was concerned with the
question of the independence of his ethnic homeland, which explains the presence of political
motives in all his activities during the interwar period in Latvia.

Despite the fact that documents at Latvian State Historical Archives of the National
Archives of Latvia are stored according to the principle of classification of institutions, a number
of documents regarding the formation of Belarusian minority education networks, political
organisations, and cultural activities contain evidence of Konstantin Jezovitov. In this way,
Konstantin Jezovitov is identified as one of the most important representatives of the intelligence
among the Belarusian minority, providing evidence on the transformation of the self-awareness
level of the Belarusian minority beginning with the 1920s.

The purpose of the report is to provide an assessment of the role of Konstantin Jezovitov
in the promotion of the self-consciousness of the Belarusian minority in Latvia during the interwar
period, by identifying information regarding Konstantin Jezovitov found in the documents of the
Latvian State Historical Archives of the National Archives of Latvia.

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Everyday Life of Polish Interned Soldiers in Latvia in 1939-1940:
An Example of the Camp of Interned Polish Instructors and Soldiers in
Liepaja

In 1939, when Germany, on 1 September, and the Soviet Union, on 17 September, invaded
Poland, the movement of Polish military and civilian refugees began, including in the direction of
Latvia. The first Polish military personnel crossed the Latvian border in the night of 14-15
September. These were Polish mariners — one commander poruchik together with four officers and
two seamen. At the same time, four German aircraft pilots landed in Latvia. These were the first
soldiers of the armies of the belligerent states, who had declared their neutrality to Latvia, therefore
they were to be interned.

The daily life of Polish interned soldiers in Latvia in 1939-1940 took place in precarious
and rapidly changing conditions — at a time when Poland was at war with Germany and the Soviet
Union. Initially, there was only one Polish refugee camp in Daugavpils (it was abolished shortly
after its establishment), but later Polish interned soldiers began to be transferred to other inland
camps in Liepaja, Lilaste, and Litene, and later also Ulbroka camp was set up. In October, there
were already about 1569 interned soldiers in Latvia, however, this number was constantly
changing due to the movement of soldiers and other factors. September 1939 in the history of
Latvian—Polish relations is associated with the severance of diplomatic relations between the two
countries. Taking into account this historical context, the analysis of the daily life of the Polish
interned soldiers allows drawing broader conclusions about the political, military, and also
geopolitical situation in Latvia at the beginning of the war, paying special attention to the factor
of the Soviet Union. In October1939, three armies were present in Liepaja — Latvian, Soviet, and
former Polish. This fact affected both Latvian—Soviet relations and the situation in Latvia in
general.

The aim of the report is to analyse the daily life of Polish interned soldiers in Latvia in
1939-1940, basing on the example of the camp of Polish instructors and soldiers in Liepaja: its
activities, economy, regime, and the daily life of interned Polish soldiers. The main sources of the
report include the files of the National Archives of Latvia, the Latvian State Historical Archive
fund No. 6455 (Camp of Interned Polish Officers), fund No. 2574 (Political Department of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs), as well as the diary (1939—1940) of the former Polish Army Sergeant
Marian Zawito, which includes information about internment in Latvia and life in the camp in
Liepaja.

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Reflection of Crime in the Newspaper Rezeknes Zinas (1942—-1944)

Crime has played an important role in people’s everyday lives in any period of history.
Also during the Second World War, this topic did not lose its topicality, including in the Nazi-
occupied territory of Latvia. Periodically, criminal events like burglaries, black-marketeering,
murders etc. were mentioned in various press publications.

One of the largest newspapers in Latgale during the Nazi occupation was the newspaper
Reézeknes Zinas. Although this newspaper, like many other sources of information, served for Nazis
mainly as an instrument for disseminating propaganda, often it also published various social,
cultural, economic, etc. articles. From time to time, the newspaper published information about
criminal events. Such information revealed the problems of everyday life (lack of food, financial
and educational problems, etc.), and aspects of the work of law enforcement authorities, etc.

The aim of the article is to analyse information about crime in 1942—1944 available in the
newspaper Rézeknes Zinas.

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National Partisans or Illegals: The Example of Haralds Gederts Group in
Valmiera District (1951-1955)

The paper focuses on the problem of defining members of the national armed resistance
movement, which has been touched upon only briefly in the contemporary research of Latvian
national partisan struggles. Depending on the various reasons why people found themselves in an
underground state and different types of their activities, it can be asserted that the explanation
given so far in research works on the Latvian national partisan struggles, referring to national
partisans as locals who formed armed groups and fought against the occupying forces, is too
general and in practice for the most part helps to identify only active and attacking partisan units.
At the same time, in the case of passive partisans, often there is a lack of established criteria to
distinguish them from groups and individuals who were not linked to the national armed resistance.

Haralds Gederts’ illegals group that existed in Valmiera District in the first half of the 1950s
is viewed as an example of the above problem. Group’s members had been previously linked with
national partisans, but the group’s activities did not involve anti-Soviet resistance.

The aim of the paper is to study the problem of defining members of the national armed
resistance in the historiography of Latvia, using H. Gederts’ group as an example. The paper looks
at the attempts to define national partisans so far in the published Latvian studies, describe the
main problems of these attempts and possible solutions. Using the documents of the State Security
Committee of the Latvian SSR available in the National Archives of Latvia, as well as memories
of contemporaries, H. Gederts’ group will be studied and classified according to criteria proposed
in the study for distinguishing national partisans from simple illegals.

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The 1% Valmiera Border Guard Battalion: Insight into Its Activities from
1991 to 1994

With the restoration of the independence of the Republic of Latvia it required the Armed
Forces of its own to safeguard its freedom, therefore, in parallel with the National Guard, the
Defense Forces of Latvia were formed, the largest unit of which was the Border Guard Brigade.
The formation and service of the 1% Valmiera Border Guard Battalion reflected the development
and difficulties of the Latvian Armed Forces of the time, which were not limited just to the forces
of the Border Guard Brigade.

The study provides an insight into the establishment and service of the battalion, as well as
the supply, armament, and composition of those serving and problems at the beginning of the unit’s
existence, which, compared with other battalions of the Border Guard Brigade, allow for a greater
insight into the development of the unit, as well as into the history of contemporary Latvian Armed
Forces in general.

The study has been elaborated using traditional methods of historical science research. In
the analysis of archival materials, press sources, and memoirs, the comparative method of history
was used for critical evaluation and to obtain the most reliable information. The quantitative
method has been applied to the composition, supply, armament etc. of the 1% Valmiera Border
Guard Battalion; when comparing certain figures with those pertaining to other Border Guard
battalions, it allowed for a better understanding of the long-term development of the unit.
