Bcademic Library of the University

of Latvia (former Bibliotheca

Rigensis, founded in 1524) keeps documents

that bear an interesting testimony to the fates

of old books and manuscripts. The unique

collection of Johann Christoph Brotze (1742-

1823), teacher and regional ethnographer, is

one of the most striking evidences of this valu-
able heritage.

Brotze was born in Germany in Gorlitz,
learned technical drawing, studied theology
and philosophy at universities of Leipzig and
Wittenberg. In 1768, he moved to Riga and
worked as a tutor. In 1769, he started to teach
at Riga King's Lyceum where he has been
working for 46 years.

Brotze collected historical materials and drew
everything that seemed significant to him. He
fixed everything with great preciseness and
always added written explanations that some-
times were a few lines, but sometimes se-
veral pages long. Many ofthe objects drawn by

Brotze perished or disappeared in the course
of time, but information about them has been
preserved in Brotze's drawings and descrip-
tions stored in the library.

Brotze's drawings are gathered in his most
significant work Sammlung verschiedner
Lieflandischer Monumente... in 10 big vol-
umes bound in leather (3130 pages, page
size 33 x 21 cm). Views of settlements in the
Baltics, estate buildings, castles, public edi-
fices, dwelling houses, churches, bridges; town
and country dwellers, their clothing, belong-
ings and depiction of work process; different
technical equipment (waterline, etc.), monu-
ments, armorial bearings, stamps and coins
are depicted in these volumes. Brotze tried to
gather as much evidence and facts about each
town as possible: he drew the most significant
buildings of the town, gave description of its
history, furnished information on its economic
and administrative situation, and gave facts
about its inhabitants and their occupation.

In 1997 the Academic Library worked out a
project: the damaged volumes were restored

and a digital archive of the ten volumes of
Brotze’'s Monumente was created. In order to
have free access to it, an on-line database of
the Monumente was created in 2000 (http:
//www3.acadlib.lv/broce).

From 1992 to 2007 the Institute of the History of
Latvia and the Academic Library have published
the book Johans Kristofs Broce. ZImejumi un
apraksti (Johann Christoph Brotze. Drawings and
Descriptions). The book Brotze Estonica, pre-
pared for publication by professor Raimo Pullat
and his colleagues, was published in 2006.

In the collection of Johann Christoph Brotze
one can see the Daugavgrivas Orthodox church,
which was built by the architect from Saint-
Petersburg Alexander Vist (1722-1794) and the
depiction of the hotel “Petersburg”, the first
hotel in Riga, then located on the Castle square.
N. M. Karamzin stayed there in 1789, during
his trip to Riga. The hotel was locater near
the Riga Imperial Lyceum, the towers of St.
Aleksey church can be seen behind it. Among
the many local inhabitant the people of various
nationalities can be seen, Russian as well: the
carpenter, the Russian merchant of vegetables
dressed in a caftan, Russian inhabitant of Riga
trading in hunting production and a sprat from
Arkhangelsk, etc.
