Pasaulé pazistamais amerikanu fotografs Filips Halsmans dzimis Riga 1906 gada 2. maija, bet no dzives
Skiras 1979. gada 25. junija Nujorka. Tiesi Rigas multikulturala telpa ar ila €kam un
sabiedrisko dzivi veidoja vina pirmo vizualo pieredzi. Arf fotografijas pamatu apguve aizsakas Seit un, péc pasa
meistara vardiem, turpmak dzivojot un stradajot Francija un ASV, Rigas pieredze bitiski ietekméja vina rado$a
rokraksta forméSanos. Filipa Halsmana radosais mantojums ir laikabiedru portretgjumi — lielvalstu prezidenti,
slaveni aktieri, zinatnieki un rakstnieki. Galvenais, kas vieno visus Sos darbus ir cienpilna attieksme pret
atveidoto personu. Meistaram tas bija ne tikai maizes darbs, bet maza aicinajums. F. Halsmana fotoportreti
personificé sava laikmeta ceribas un idealus, ving ir spéjis dzili un ar cienu ieliikoties katra portretéjama seja,
meklgjot un atrodot taja parlaicigas vértibas. FHalsmans vienmér ir bijis fidzvértigs partneris savu portretu
varoniem. 1958.gada Popular Photography veikta aptauja ierindoja FHalsmani desmit pasaules labako fotografu

skaita kopa ar Irvingu Penu, Ricardu Avedonu, Anselu Adamsu un Henriju Cartier-Bresonu. Par savu darbu
F-Halsmans teicis:

,Cilvéku sejas mani vienmér ir valdzinajuSas un turpina valdzinat... Katra seja, ko ieraugu, Skiet siépjam
cita cilvéka noslepumu, ko atklat izdodas tikai daZreiz un uz acumirkli... Notvert So atkiasmi, So acumirkli ir
manas dzives mérkis un aizrausanas.“

FHalsmans ir pelnijis lielaku atpazistamibu un cienu sava dzimtaja pilséta - mums jaapzinas un jalepojas ar
vina piederibu Rigai un Latvijai. Tas arf motivéja projekta autorus aktualizét meistara ieguldijuma novértgjumu
pasaules fotografijas un Latvuas fotografijas konteksta radot ilgtermina ikgadgju pasakumu “Filips Halsmans un
Riga”, kura ietvaros ,Filipa Halsmana lastjumi” (Halsman’s
Talks), izstades un meistardarbnicas. Projekta misija ir nostiprinat zinaSanas par Latvijas kultiiras vésturi un
popularizét Filipa Halsmana — fotografa veikumu, ka ari atgadint, ka Rigas pilséta spéj biit savdabigu rado$o
personibu kultiras koda veidotaja. Projekta mérki ir aktivizét misdienu fotografijas makslas pétniecibu, veicinat
izgfitibas kvalitates atfistibu vizualas komunikacijas sféra un rosinat dazadu nozaru profesionalu - fotografu,
vésturnieku, bibliografi, fotografijas pétnieku, zumalistu, sociologu un politologu — starpdisciplindru analitisku
diskusiju par fotografijas nozimi maksla un masu medijos 20.gadsimta otraja pusé un 21. gadsimta.

Filips Halsmans agrinas modernisma fotografijas un avangarda makslas éra

20. gadsimta sakuma modernisma fotografu pirma paaudze ieviesa jaunas formas portreta 7anra, paplasinot
ta maksliniecisko tradiciju robezas ka satura un nozimé, ta stilistika. Rado3os eksperimentos, jaunu izteiksmes
lidzeklu meklgjumos sadarbiba ar maksliniekiem arf fotografi atklaja un atfistija jaunus celus avangarda makslas
lauka.

Filips Halsmans bija viens no tiem, kas pievienojas o makslinieku pulkam un atstaja nozimigu ieguldijumu
fotogréfijas atfistiba. Latvija dzimusais meistars veiksmigi spéja apvienot ikdienas dokumentalismu ar inovacijas
garu, ko vin$ iepazina modernisma makslas kustib Eiropa, un amerikanu fotografijas skolas iedibinato
melnbaltas fotografijas formalo stilistiku. Halsmana rado3o meklgjumu konceptuala daudzveidiba paplasinaja
modernas fotografijas maksliniecisko potencialu un deva savu ieguldijumu tas atfistibai 20. gadsimta.

Modernisma laika fotografi izmantoja jauno tehnologiju iespéjas, tai skaita poligrafiju un mazaka izméra foto
kameru mobilitati, arf Seit Halsmans apliecinaja savas radoSa meklétaja un izgudrotaja spéjas. Kopa ar citiem
Eiropas meistariem vin§ sniedza jaunu skatfjumu uz portreta Zanru, parskatija ta tradicionalo dabu.

Lidzigi pozitivi radoSas sadarbibas pieméri raksturigi daudziem modernisma laika autoriem: A Rodcenko

kopigie eksperimenti ar Varvaru Stepanovu un dzejnieku Vladimiru Majakovski, fotomontazas meistara Gustava
Kluta sadarbiba ar Valentinu Kulaginu, Ela Lisicka inovacijas kopa ar Hansu Arpu (Hans Arp) un Kurtu Sviteru

PORTRAITURE REDEFINED

Philippe Halsman in the Era of Early Modern Photography and the Avant-garde

During the early 20th century the first generation of modern photographers invented new forms of
portraiture. They expanded the content, meaning and style of the traditional genre in art. Through innovations and
collaborations, the early modern photographer developed many new avenues of expression with the avant-garde.

Philippe Halsman joined artists worldwide in making major i in the history of From
the studio to everyday life, the Latvian-born photographer combined the spirit of innovations, which he found in
modern art movements in Europe, with formal black and white styles in photography established with American
masters. Halsman contributed to a wide diversity of concepts and approaches. He broadened the potential for
modern photography with modern artists throughout the coming century.

Modern took ad of the i of ies including the printing press and
mobility of smaller cameras. Halsman's wide range of innovations expanded advances in a variety of print
mediums. With European masters he redefined the nature of the portrait Camer Bresson Alexander Rodchenko,
El Lissitzky, Boris Ignatovich and Georgi Zelma created i ions in de publications as well as the
Berlin Dadaists and Surrealists. With American counterparts as Edward Weston Paul Strand, Alfred Stieglitz and
Dorothea Lange, Halsman contributed original styles from the studio to the darkroom.

Collaborations between modern artists added original forms of portraiture. Halsman's work with Avant-
gardists as Jean Cocteau and Salvador Dali helped reshape the portrait in art and photography. Collaborations by
his contemporaries introduced related advances. Alexander Rodchenko's photographic experiments with Varvara
N and poet Viadimir , Gustav Klucis mastery of color and photomontage with Valentina
Kulagina, and innovations by EI Lissitzky, published in German avant-garde books with Hans Arp and Kurt
Schwitters, offer parallel histories and perspectives. In addition LaszI6 Moholy-Nagy's photographic innovations

in a wide range of mediums with wife Lucia, and Raoul Hausman's invention of photomontage with Hannah Hach,

replaced traditional forms of portraiture in style and content.

Philippe Halsman spent a lifetime contributing to a wide diversity of ideas that broadened and redefined
portraiture throughout the early century of modern art.

LATVIAN MUSEUM OF PHOTOGRAPHY

The Latvian Museum of Photography is the only museum in Riga devoted to photography. The museum is a
division of the Museum of the History of Riga and Navigation and is open for visitors since 1993. It is situated in
an old merchant building from the 16th century, and in the exhibition halls the renovated colorful wall paintings
and the historic parquet flooring ornament can be seen. The building is located near the Riga Film Museum and the
Latvian Sport Museum on Alksnaju street in one of the oldest building areas of Riga dated from year 1500.

The author of the exposition “D of Ph in Latvia. 1839 — 1940" is the
historian Peteris Korsaks who has worked for many years in the Museum of the History of Riga and Navigation and
the Latvian Museum of Photography. The exhibition is installed in the halls on the second floor, but the temporary
expositions are exhibited on the third floor. In the museum exhibitions of Latvian and foreign photographers and
scientific conferences are organized, as well as the museum's stored collections are exhibited on a regular basis
An authentic painted background used in the photo studio of photographer Martins Luste in Mazsalaca in the
beginning of the 20th century can also be viewed in the museum. In addition to the exposition and other
exhibitions, the museum experts offer tours, lectures and consultations.

The mission of the Latvian Museum of Photography is to study the development of photography in the
territory of Latvia from its very beginning till nowadays. The main goal of the museum is to search for and to
preserve photographic assets (photo negatives, copies, photo equipment, albums etc.), to supplement the
collection with original works and other significant exhibits, to document the development of photography in Latvia,
to make the information available to public and to promote incorporation of photography in current cultural events.

The Academic Library of the University of Latvia is one of the oldest libraries in Europe, established in 1524.
The library stock consists of 3.5 million information resources, the largest collection of ancient and rare editions
and manuscripts in Latvia (starting from the 13th century), and the largest collection of Latvian literature in the
world — Misina Library.

Departments of Austrian, Swiss, and Ukrainian literature — the centres of the media and culture of these
countries in Latvia - successfully operate at the Academic Library, as well as the Information Centre of the UN
and the World Bank.

In 2010 the Academic Library had 12 330 readers and its stock was supplemented with 45.4 thousand new
copies. Work has successfully continued with the digitalisation of the library's collections.
