Some Insights on Late Medieval and Post-Medieval Leaden Cloth Seals Found in Latvia

In Latvia, several leaden seals have been found in archaeological excavations in late
medieval and early modern cities and castles. About a dozen finds have been published in
periodical reports of Latvian archaeologists (ASM 1977; 1982/83; 1986-1989; APL 2010/11,
etc.), where they are briefly marked as seals of goods, sometimes indicating that they are
evidence of trade. These are finds from Riga and Kuldiga town, as well as from Bauska,
Cesis, and Turaida castles. The seal consists of two thin discs connected by a narrow strip. For
Latvian finds, the diameter of the discs ranges from one and a half to 3 cm, and here the seals
were mostly found folded in half and riveted. They have pressed signs on both sides — coats of
arms, other images, letters, or numbers. Until now, Latvian archaeologists have not studied
lead seals in more detail, and their age, place of origin etc. have not been determined.

In contrast, English, German, Belgian, Hungarian, a.0. archaeologists have been
paying more and more attention to lead seals in recent decades. They emphasise that until the
17th century, lead seals were used to mark almost only textiles for international trade, but later
they were used to seal other goods as well. According to the type of use, they are called textile
or cloth seals (in German — Tuchplomben, Tuchmarken, Tuchsiegel). The seal marking
indicated the place of origin of the goods and was a confirmation of quality, but sometimes the
seal was also used to indicate the dye or length of the fabric. An attempt was made to
determine the origin of Latvian finds, basing on literature: it is possible that the C&sis seal
with a heraldic lily comes from Tournai in Belgium, the Bauska seal with a heraldic eagle —
from Liibeck or another German city, and the Kuldiga and Turaida seals could be a
declaration of fabric quality imposed by foreign fabric traders. These cloth seals date back to
the 16th—17th centuries.

Information from written historical sources is important in the research on the origin of
seals. So far, some references were found in Riga craftsmen’s regulations — already in 1383
there were issued regulations for a position called Lakenscherer in German. According to the
explanation found in the Middle Low German dictionary, it corresponds to wantsnider.
Wandschneider or Gewandschneider referred to foreign fabric traders in German medieval
towns. They cut pieces from imported cloth bales for sale to retailers or artisans. The
candidate for the position of master had to demonstrate the skill of cutting and folding fabrics
imported from four cities listed in the abovementioned Riga regulation. These are Flemish
cities Bruges, Ypres and two other sites not yet deciphered — Thomasch and Cumesch. This
suggests that in the future late medieval cloth seals from these cities could be found in Riga or
elsewhere in Latvia.

Leaden cloth seals found in Latvia are an important source of information for both
archaeologists and other researchers, and hence studies of them should be continued.

Serfdom in the Duchy of Courland and Semigallia: Some Lesser Known Aspects

Serfdom is one of the phenomena having significantly influenced the historical
consciousness of the Latvian people. The myth of 600 years of Latvian slavery, once created
by the Baltic German publicist and enlightener Garlieb Merkel (1769-1850), is deeply rooted
and still exists today. A historical scene has been created by using only dark colours, and
moreover, without any spatial or chronological distinction. Formerly, historiography has
mostly focused on evaluation of the works by Enlightenment authors and their contribution to
the process of abolition of serfdom, but not so much on the analysis of serfdom. Only in recent
years, in-depth research into various aspects of the system of serfdom has been started, basing
on historical sources preserved in archives and other memory institutions.

Without questioning the negative assessment of the serfdom system from the modern
moral and ethical point of view, a natural question arises, whether the situation for Latvian
peasants in Courland and Semigallia was actually as described by Merkel — humiliation,
servile fear of Germans, alcoholism and flight to other areas due to disproportionate corvée
labour — and how did peasants see it? Therefore, it is important to look into both the polemics
of contemporaries with Merkel and the historical sources stored in the Latvian State Archives
of the National Archives of Latvia (LNA LVVA).

By conducting research at LNA LVVA, the author has managed to find hitherto
unknown sources, which opens a much more colourful picture of everyday life and events in
the Duchy of Courland at that time. One of the biggest surprises are applications by free
people, having been preserved from the second half of the 18th century, to both dukes and
estate owners with the request to accept them as serfs. Also, in the Duchy of Courland, an
interesting detail appears like the oath of allegiance of a serf. Various reasons for flights of
farmers are encountered — not only excessively difficult working conditions, but also quite
ordinary, social ones, which allows to grasp a broader view of the migration problem at the
time. In addition, cases are known when peasants have reached such a degree of prosperity
that they have bought off themselves from serfdom.

According to research, the current view of the early modern period as the age of total
slavery of Latvians is too one-sided, and the more extensive the research of the respective era,
the easier we will be able to get rid of the inferiority complex of a suffering nation, at least
concerning previous historical periods.

The Process of Polonisation in Inflanty in the 17th Century: Example of the

Plater Family

Despite a significant amount of research on the topic of Polonisation, the process of
Polonisation is not considered as a phenomenon, and no definition of Polonisation has been
developed yet.

However, processes like Polonisation, such as Romanisation, Germanisation,
Russification, have been widely studied in the scientific literature. Analysis and comparison of
these studies show that these processes were based on processes of ethnogenesis, which
included ethnic unification. In form, it could be integration or assimilation.

Studies have shown that active Polonisation began on the territory of the Polish—
Lithuanian Commonwealth immediately after the unification of Lithuania and Poland.
However, in the Kingdom of Poland this process began much earlier. Based on the data of
historiography, it can be concluded that the process of Polonisation in the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth was of an integration nature. This was partly a spontaneous process, and
partly a planned policy of the government of the Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth.

Part of the territory of Livonia was annexed to the Grand Duchy of Lithuania in 1561,
and after the conclusion of the Union of Lublin it became part of the Commonwealth as the
province of Inflanty. An important issue was integrating this territory into the Commonwealth,
since in cultural terms Inflanty was very different from the Polish and Lithuanian states.

The focus of the Polonisation process was the German nobility. One of the most
influential Inflanty families was the Plater family.

Analysis of documents from the Platers’ archive, as well as from the archives of the
Jesuits of Dinaburg and other sources showed that the main agents of Polonisation were the
Roman Catholic Church, both priests and the Jesuit order, as well as the family — marriages
with representatives of Catholic families, as well as political contacts of Platers.

Information from various sources indicates that Polonisation of the Plater family was
influenced by contacts of a different kind, although there was some pressure from the central
government. The Catholic bishop N. Poplavsky had a great influence on the family, and until
now it was believed in Latvian historiography that Jesuits influenced the change in the
confessional affiliation of the family. Analysis of the documents showed that the process of
Polonisation in the 17th century was of an integration nature, since no transformation in the
perception of oneself was revealed among the seven Platers.

Riga Town Council as a Town Administration Institution in the 18th Century

In the Early Modern period, in the German-speaking space, a city council was the
governing body of the city. After surrendering to the Russian Empire in 1710, Riga retained
its territory, the form of administration, privileges, and customs. Hence, the town council, its
structure and principle of operation were preserved, which had been inherited since the period
of subjection to the Kingdom of Sweden.The town council included four burgomasters and 14
mayors (maximum 16). The vacancies in the town council were filled by members of the
Great Guild or staff members of the town council, but the voters were town councillors
themselves. There were families who inherited their membership to the town council. The
question remains open as to how much they inherited the sense of responsibility towards the
town and the community, and to what extent — knowledge of settling personal and friends’
matters.

The town court system was subject to the town council, where the role of judges was
performed by the mayors. The town council was the appellate body for the judgments of these
courts. However, these courts did not only deal with legal issues, they also handled
administrative cases.

An important function in the town council was delegated to district administrators
(Quartierherren). They took care of the deployment of the Russian Empire’s troops in the
town, as well as of the regulation of relations between soldiers and their hosts — the local
population. At that time, the number of barracks was small, and the military were
accommodated in houses of civilians.

The Chief Chancellery (Chief Secretary, archivist and four court clerks) and the Lower
Chancellery (Chief Notary and four notaries) were in charge of council documentation.

In the first decade after surrendering to the Russian Empire, the town still felt the effects
of plague and war. Thus, the council addressed the most pressing issues of the time — how to
meet Russia’s demands for funds, supply and deployment of troops, and how to balance these
demands of the “centre” with the town’s meagre budget.

The council was very sensitive to the appointment of Chief Inspector Ilya Isaev. The
Russian Empire entrusted the Chief Inspector to monitor the income and expenses of the town
of Riga. It was seen as interfering in town affairs.

In 1785, the new governorship regulations were introduced in Riga and the structure of
the governing bodies was changed.

Unknown Field? Latvian Studies in the Archives of Science of the Polish Academy of

The paper deals with the problem of how the resources of the Archive of Science of
the Polish Academy of Science and the Polish Academy of Science and Arts in Krakow can
be used by Latvian historians. This relatively small place (when compared with the state
archives in Poland) is a treasury of the materials on the history of both Polish academies and
almost 400 individuals. Among the latter ones there were famous Polish scholars researching
the world from the 19th century onwards. Therefore, the materials in the Archive of Science
are valuable for Polish issues as well as concerning the history of Europe, Central Asia and
especially Mongolia. Among researchers from many countries, also the scholars from Latvia
could find lots of interesting materials on the history of this country. During the presentation,
the collections of Wanda Dynowska and Stefania Ulanowska will be examples of the wealth
of the archival collections.

The Concept of Stability im the Context of Security: the Case of the History of Latvia

According to dictionary definitions, “stability” is the state of being stable, securely

placed etc. In the general perception, the concept of stability and the concept of security or
safety seem to be closely linked.
However, in the interaction between the state and the individual, the relation between stability
and security is more complex. As David Baldwin points out, “Security is valued by
individuals, families, states (...). Security, however, is not the only thing they value (...). It is
therefore necessary to ask how important is security relative to other values” (Baldwin 1997).
For instance, such values as wellbeing and freedom.In medieval Europe, the established order
was based on the power balance between the secular and spiritual authorities. This balance
aimed to guarantee stability and security, which was nevertheless quite rare. Stability is often
not compatible with progress, where a necessary prerequisite is innovative thinking. The
medieval order was subverted by the Reformation which was followed by lengthy religious
wars, as well as the collapse of Livonia and its surrender to Polish—Lithuanian
Commonwealth.

The stability of the Duchy of Courland and Semigallia (1651/1652-1795) was ensured
by the power balance between the duke and other landed gentry, meanwhile maintaining the
medieval heritage in the form of fief to Poland-Lithuania. As the latter collapsed, there
appeared a formal pretext to incorporate the Duchy of Courland in the Russian Empire.

In the Russian Empire, the rule of Nicholas | (1825-1855) was the time when
autocracy was established and also the period of the greatest stability in the country's history.
However, this stability was achieved by means of repressions enacted by the police regime.
This period ended when Russia was defeated in the Crimean War (1853-1856), and the need
for reforms became obvious.

During the rule of Alexander Il (1855-1881), some limited reforms were introduced,
but the stability was lost and the emperor was assassinated.

In the Republic of Latvia, democracy in 1934 was replaced by the authoritarian rule of
Karlis Ulmanis (1934-1945). Other countries did not object to this change of regime in
Latvia, because the establishment of authoritarianism in the Baltic countries was seen as their
stabilisation — thus averting political instability and lessening the influence of the
Communists. The majority of the people also accepted the fact that democracy was restricted
in exchange for greater stability. The rule of Ulmanis ended when Latvia was occupied by the
Soviet Union in 1940.

Stability that is achieved by restricting individual rights and is not ready for changes
can be effective in a short term, but can lead to catastrophic long-term consequences.

Partial reforms that do not solve the main cause of problems can lead to the collapse of
a state (the case of the USSR), the death of the reformer (Alexander Il), or a situation when
the reformer loses power (Mikhail Gorbachev, in office 1985-1991).

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Latvia’s Internal Political Security: Threats, Solutions, Failures, and Achievements,
1919-1923

The Republic of Latvia, proclaimed in November 1918, faced a number of internal
security threats from the very beginning. The greatest threat was posed by the leftists’
underground, which was richly funded by Soviet Russia in the early 1920s. Another threat
was Germany’s efforts to restore its influence in Latvia. A potential threat to national security
was the large-scale return of refugees and prisoners of war, which carried with it both diseases
and “foreign” ideas. These political threats were compounded by economic and social threats
— currency speculation, smuggling, banditry.

To limit these threats, already in December 1918, the foundation was laid for the
internal Security Service of Latvia, which, after several reorganisations in October 1920,
received its better-known name “Latvia’s Political Guarding”. In a short time, organised
agents’ undercover work, a card index of suspected persons, and perlustration of
correspondence became the prerequisites for successful work of the Political Guarding.
Significant informative support to Latvia was provided by the United Kingdom, which
informed about the transit of Western European leftists through Latvia to Russia and about the
activities of Latvian communists in England.

In view of the difficult conditions, it is understandable that sometimes failures and
mistakes occurred in the work of the Political Guarding. In the first years of its operation, a
painful problem was the staffing issue. Difficulties were also caused by the limited powers of
the political security service, which sometimes led to the choice of methods not foreseen by
the law. However, single failures did not obscure the successes in the work of the internal
Political Security Service of Latvia. Through well-organised and diligent work, the Political
Guarding managed to protect the new Latvian state from sharp political and socio-economic
upheavals, which strengthened public confidence and trust in political power and became the
basis for Latvia’s further development.

Vision of Foreign Intervention in the USSR as Planned by Russian Military Emigres in the
Late 1920s: The Baltic Context

October 1917 coup d’etat marked the point of non-return in Russian society, politics,
culture, and even spiritual life. Almost simultaneously, a previously unexperienced civil war took
place, which involved all the nations and geographical regions of the former Russian Empire and
divided the society into several hostile camps.

The events of the Civil War created a stream of emigration, which transformed into a huge
wave during the last phase of the conflict, when the Anti-Bolshevik forces were defeated and left the
previously controlled territories. Thus, in the beginning of the 1920s, about 1.5-2 million subjects of

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the former Russian Empire fled abroad and around the globe, with especially dense concentration in
Europe. One of the largest groups of the refugees were officers and soldiers of Anti-Bolshevik
forces, who mainly perceived their defeat as a tactical step, a retreat, which should have been used
for reorganisation of forces, followed by a revanche in the form of a military intervention against the
USSR, which would be supported by foreign allies. To prevent dissolution of the army and for the
sake of future mobilisation, a significant part of Russian military emigres were consolidated into
several military unions, with Russian All-Military Union (Rus. Pycckuii obwesounckuii coros,
POBC, ROVYS), being the largest among them. It had branches almost in all countries which had the
communities of Russian emigres, also in the Baltic States.

Despite the recognition of the USSR by Western countries and established political and
economic relations between them, the discourse of revanche had never disappeared. In the end of the
decade, when the USSR faced a total collapse of its foreign policies (in Asia and in Europe), as well
as internal economic and political crises and resistance caused by the collectivisation in the
countryside, the threat of war had emerged and the hopes of Russian military emigres rose again.
They highly expected this possible military conflict, which was perceived as an opportunity of the
long-awaited revanche. Thus, the key figures of ROVS, led by Lieutenant General Alexander
Kutepov and a group of highly ranked officers, developed a detailed intervention plan through the so
called “limitrophe  states, including the Baltic countries.

The documents regarding military planning of ROVS were recently found in Bakhmeteff
Archive of Russian and East European History and Culture at Columbia University (New York,
USA) and are of especial interest. Conditionally, these documents can be marked as “Valuyev’s
plan”, after their mutual author. Lieutenant General Arkady Valuyev was a former head of military
administration of Stavropol Government by White Russian forces of the South of Russia. He was
personally acquainted with A. Kutepov. After the defeat of the Russian Army in Crimea, in the fall
of 1920, he fled abroad and resided in Yugoslavia.

Presumably, these documents had been composed by A. Valuyev himself and directed to the
chief of the ROVS A. Kutepov in 1929. Valuyev’s proposal consisted of a detailed concept of
invasion of the USSR, a mobilisation and deployment plan. According to the plan, the ROVS must
mobilise its members and conduct the formation of forces into several special combat units. The
units were to be assembled in the border-states closely to the western borders of the Soviet Union,
and afterwards to perform a full-scale invasion of the Soviet territory, then surround and attack
Moscow from different sides. The intervention should have caused a massive transfer of Soviet
soldiers and units of the Red Army, as well as masses of Russian peasants, hostile to the politics of
collectivisation, to the ranks of the emigrees. Valuyev’s concept was named a “hay-burning”
strategy — by analogy with a stack of hay the sides of which are set on fire. The fire quickly reaches
the top. This plan was presented to A. Kutepov in the fall of 1929, but just a few months later, the
chief of ROVS was abducted by the Soviet secret service (Rus. Ooveounénnoe cocyoapcmeermoe
nonumuyeckoe ynpasnerue, the United State Political Administration, OI'TTY, OGPU) in Paris.

Valuyev’s plan reflected the expectations of many Russian emigrees and was based on a
solid assessment of the international situation. It is difficult to predict, how realisable the plan was,
but taking into account the fact that the USSR dared to perform an unpredictible act of abduction
despite the risk of political isolation from the West (the mutual relationships just recently had began
to improve after their total deterioration in 1927, thus another crisis could highly negatively affect
the processes of industrialisation) and abducted A. Kutepov, meant that threats of ROVS
implemented intervention (which could be supported by peasants, and probably, certain detachments
of the Red Army) and were quite important. Valuev’s plan did not fall into oblivion even after the
abduction of A. Kutepov. Certain elements of this plan had been implemented in 1941-1944 by
Russian collaborators which were lead by military emigres in the framework of the Russian
campaign of the German Army.

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Estonian and Latvian Naval Collaboration During the Interwar Period, 1920-1940

In the period of 1918-1920, both Estonia and Latvia had to protect their independence
against the military invasion of the Red Army along with numerous German and White
Russian forces. The overall war experience varied between the two Baltic countries mainly
due to the naval aspect. The Estonians had to organise their naval defenses as early as in
November 1918 and managed to conduct extensive naval operations in home and enemy
waters throughout the 1919 campaigns, while the Latvian naval units operated mostly on
rivers in support of their land forces.

After the signing of the armistice in 1920, both Estonia and Latvia had to develop their
peacetime defense structures. Owing to their geographical positions with long coastlines,
augmenting of their naval forces was crucial. Atlhough the origins of the Baltic states’ navies
differed significantly, the nucleus for their respective maritime defense strategies remained
similar. Forming a highly technical branch of the armed forces proved to be an arduous
process for both nations. In recourse of the retrenchemnt of the defense budgets, Estonia and
Latvia could not acquire, maintain nor even complement a strong surface fleet. Inevitably, this
created some unique naval concepts, justifiably concentrating on coastal defense. The key
ingredients for these naval concepts were smaller warship types, such as submarines,
minelayers, patrol- and torpedo boats along with various auxiliary vessels that in co-operation
with the coastal artillery had to repulse the enemy attacks from the sea.

The close co-operation between Estonian and Latvian navies started in 1920 and
developed consistently into the 1930s. From early on, the naval commanders on both sides
recognised that their small navies had to fight against a much stronger opponent. The main
threats were assumed to be posed by the Soviet Union and, possibly, Germany. On the basis of
these threat assessments, a close co-operation between the Estonian and Latvian fleets began.
The highlights for these collaborations were the joint exercises of the respective fleets in 1930
and 1931 along with completing a secret signals codebook for communications. As late as in
1940, a joint exercise was planned to be conducted between Estonian and Latvian submarines
but due to the Soviet occupation these maneuvers failed to happen.

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Spanish Civil War Participants in Internment Camps in France: The Latvian Case
(1939-1941)

By the end of 1938, after the longest and most severe battle of the Spanish Civil War,
Republicans were no longer able to resist the Francoist offensive in Catalonia. In the last days
of the conflict in Catalonia, many former soldiers of the International Brigades, who after Juan
Negrin’s announcement of the withdrawal of foreign volunteers were still in Catalonia and
could not return to their homeland or country of residence due to political or ideological
reasons, voluntarily applied to support the battles of Republican retreat. Among these
volunteers were also Latvians, including from the USSR.

With the rapid loss of Catalonia to the Francoists, more than 400 000 people, including
refugees and Spanish Civil War participants, crossed the Spanish—French border. Several
thousand more left Central Spain during the last month of the conflict. France was not
prepared for such a considerable influx of refugees from Spain, which left thousands of people
in inhumane conditions without adequate shelter, medical care, food or even clean drinking
water.

In total, more than 50 Latvians — former participants of the Spanish Civil War — ended
up in internment camps in France. The camp records showed that at the end of March 1939,
there were 53 men from Latvia in two internment camps — Saint-Cyprien and Argelés-sur-
Mer. Latvian women, who provided medical care in Spain as doctors or nurses, were placed
separately. Leiviks Gutkins who left Spain only at the end of March 1939 was interned in a
camp in Algeria. Later on the internees were transferred also to other camps, such as Gurs,
Carpiagne, Milles.

The aim of the report is to study Latvian experience in internment camps in France, by
paying attention to Latvians’ social activities and mutual relations, length of stay, attitude of
Latvian authorities, living conditions and their differences in diverse camps and periods,
taking into account the beginning of the Second Word War, the surrender of France, and the
establishment of Vichy regime. Furthermore, the report covers also departure of Latvians from
the camps.

The majority of internees from Latvia, who had participated in the Spanish Civil War,
were Latvians or Jews. Communist views dominated among Latvian internees in the camps,
thus most often various collective activities — reading of reports, making of wall newspapers,
quizzes, training — were related to expressing these views and learning them in more depth.
Nonetheless, there were also Latvians — Voldemars Kupcis, Karlis Embrikis, who tried to
distance themselves from the communistic group of compatriots. The memoirs, letters and
petitions of the former internees also covered the unsanitary and harsh conditions in the
camps, the Latvian group’s efforts to improve their situation, as well as deterioration of
conditions after the beginning of the Second World War and the surrender of France. Latvians
with valid documents were able to leave the camps faster than others. For example, Latvians
from the USSR — Aleksandrs Berezins, Rudolfs Vilks, and Voldemars Vecgailis received
documents for their return to USSR. Before the occupation of Latvia, the authorities carried
out a thorough evaluation process and allowed the return of very few former Spanish Civil
War participants. Most of the internees who had not escaped or otherwise left the camps were
released with the support of USSR in 1941.

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Problems of Latvian History: Fixation on Khrushchev as the Culprit of the Purge of the
Latvian National Communists

Conventional wisdom among historians and the media in Latvia prevailed in the early
years around independence when interest was reignited in the purge of the recently resurfaced
national communists. People connected the dots between Soviet leader Khrushchev’s visit in
early June 1959 and the purge of the national communists from power less than a month later
in July and reached the obvious conclusion that the Soviet dictator came to Riga to dispense
judgement on the national communists. This has remained the dominant assumption from
1988 to the present day despite precious little evidence beyond the testimony of prominent
national communist Eduards Berklavs and the fiery argument he was known to have had with
Khrushchev at Riga airport when leaving Latvia. Such a line was repeated as late as in July
2020 in the LSM TV series “The Keys” about the purge. It was William Prigge, an American
historian doing his PhD in Wisconsin, who first disputed this notion in 2004. While Prigge
arrived at the “correct” interpretation, he did so based on insufficient evidence and his ideas
have been ignored. Using the battery of evidence against this theory that | have assembled
over the past decade, in this paper | will argue against this simple and convenient view and
demonstrate that far from being the perpetrator of the purge, Khrushchev was against it, and
that other shadowy, powerful Soviet politicians in Riga and Moscow orchestrated the purge.

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Komsomol Functionaries in the 1970s as Agents for Change?

One of the main sources of the paper includes the biographies of the 1% and 2™
secretaries of the district Komsomol committees, and functionaries of the Central Committee
of the Latvian Komsomol in the 1970s, as well as published memories, interviews and press
materials, which allow the tracing of the further careers of these people. It should be noted
that many Komsomol functionaries of the 1970s actively participated in the political processes
of the Third Awakening in different political capacities and in various political camps, as well
as in the political and economic life of the renewed Republic of Latvia in the 1990s. Archival
documents allow for creation of distinct social portraits of the managing functionaries of
Komsomol in the 1970s, showing the differences between rural districts’ and cities’
secretaries in terms of education, gender, ethnic, territorial, and social origin. A special group
is formed of the “inherited nomenklatura”, i.e., offsprings of higher-level Soviet
functionaries. The analysis does not reveal any ideological fervor as a typical phenomenon
and motivation to become a professional Komsomol manager. For many, work in Komsomol
structures was primarily an instrument of social mobility. Friendly relations and connections
acquired in this sphere subsequently enabled them to become functionaries of the Party,
soviets, and trade unions, or to return to their previous profession, but already on a higher
level. Moreover, this work granted some privileges. Notably, typical after-Komsomol careers
of rural and city secretaries differed quite significantly. As young people sharing interests of
their social environment, Komsomol functionaries often responded positively to young
people’s aspirations, particularly in the sphere of spending leisure time, but tolls and means
available to them were very limited. A telling example were the so-called Komsomol cafes.

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Formation of the Communist Party and the Soviet Local Elites and their Supervision:
Example of the Dundaga District (1950-1956)

As a result of the administrative territorial reform of December 1949, 58 districts were
formed to replace the former territorial division of the Latvian Soviet Socialist Republic.
Among newly formed districts there was also Dundaga District, which existed from 1950 to
1956 and included the entire former Dundaga and Ance civil parishes of Ventspils District, as
well as a small part of the territory of Arlava parish of the former Talsi District.

In each of the newly formed districts, a local Party and Soviet elite, or staff
nomenclatures, were established. They included the key personnel of the Party and Soviet
institutions, as well as executives of agricultural and industrial enterprises. The number of the
nomenclature staff increased during the existence of the Dundaga District. In 1950, the basic
nomenclature of the Dundaga District Committee (DC) of the Latvian Communist (Bolshevik)
Party (LC(b)P) included 207 positions, but in 1954 the number grew to 256 positions.

The nomenclature of districts was created from the top down, according to a single
scheme, therefore the included groups of positions were also based on unified principles. The
dominant part of the nomenclature staff were members and candidates of the LC(b)P/ CPSU
or members of the Komsomol, whereas the number of non-party members decreased with
every year. Belonging to the Communist Party became a very important criterion in the
selection of the key personnel, since in this way the Party control and subordination of the
personnel to Party discipline was ensured. Any appointment to a position of the district
nomenclature could only take place with the approval of the LC(b)P/LCP Dundaga DC office.

The LC(b)P/LCP DC office, as the highest regularly functioning body of the
Communist Party in Dundaga District, supervised and controlled the behaviour of the
members of the district Party organisation relating not only to professional issues but also to
their personal lives, deciding on holding Communists accountable for violations committed
and imposing party penalties on them.

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Policy of Territorial Planning in Soviet Latvia and Lithuania in the 1960s: Decision

Making, Institutions, and Actors

The paper looks at the Soviet territorial planning from the perspective of Lithuania and
Latvia. Planning strategies and practices were the sphere of collision of the existing common
USSR political economic space, nationality policy, the different economic and social
aspirations of the nomenklatura in the republics and their intellectual legacy, rooting back to
the inter-war ideas generated by the economists and architects of formerly independent
republics. The main question is why Soviet long-term geographical planning and its impact on
the economic and social development and ethnic composition were more significant in Soviet
Lithuania than in the neighbouring Latvia. Even though the USSR was a politically centralised
state and the statehood of the constituent Soviet republics was only fictitious, each republic
had a degree of limited autonomy and its own political, economic, and cultural institutes.

Riga was the only city in the Baltic region the growth of which could give rise to
concerns about the need to curb its urbanisation. However, Pel§e’s new faction that came to
power after the 1959 purge of the national communists, looked upon the schemes of territorial
planning with caution and suspicion, regardless of the fact that this method of territorial
planning had already been recognised across the whole of the USSR and received the support
of central institutions. However, Pel$e’s government associated it with nationalism of which
they had only recently accused their predecessors. As it had been an important element of the
“purge” rhetoric, the new government of the Soviet Latvia could not actively embrace a
direction in territorial planning that would imply the reduction of workforce from other
republics.

Instead of openly opposing migration from other republics, leaders and economists of
Soviet Lithuania became pioneers, across the whole Soviet territory, in the development of
small regional cities that were unattractive to migrants but facilitated employment of the local
population. Schemes that had been launched at the end of the 1950s and in the beginning of
the 1960s were still fairly flexible and open to recommendations of Lithuanian economists,
and served as a channel through which national communists could legitimise their ideas in a
politically correct manner.

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Impact of Politics on Archaeological Research in Soviet Latvia

The period of Soviet occupation has so far been regarded in Latvian archaeological
historiography as an important period in the development of archaeological science. The
country’s intensified industrialisation led to an increased demand for archaeologists to be
present at large-scale construction projects that were transforming the environment. The
extensive extensive land improvement projects and construction of hydroelectric power plants
provided an opportunity to accumulate an enormous amount of archaeological material, as
well as offered invaluable fieldwork experience for young specialists. The positive, science-
enhancing aspects of the communist-dominated state have created a kind of mythologised
image of this period in the archaeological community, obscuring the fact that science operated
under a totalitarian regime, with limited freedom.

So far, there has been little discussion in Latvian archaeology about the relationship
between archaeology and politics and how the prevailing ideologies have contributed to
increased prominence or oblivion of certain ideas. This paper seeks to answer the question to
what extent political factors have influenced the development of archaeology in the Soviet
Latvia. By examining the materials available in the archives, the Latvian experience is
analysed in comparison with the context of archaeological thought in other socialist bloc
countries, as well as in the Western world. Theoretical points of convergence have been
explored.

The paper outlines the problems of scientific ethics and ideological pressure,
emphasising the role of self-censorship in the constitution of the scientific environment of the
period under study. The paper concludes with a presentation of the ideas that were consciously
or unconsciously inherited from the Soviet science.

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Janis Plieksans’ Reflections on Happiness in Rainis’ Philosophy

Striving for happiness for Rainis as a lawyer, philosopher and folk poet is
inconceivable without personal and national freedom. Freedom and happiness are inseparable
concepts. In this respect, Janis Plieksans is close to John Locke in his philosophical
reflections. For example, the Latvian mythical hero Lacplésis, in his conversation with
Spidola on the Death Island, points to his duty and its fulfillment: “When Latvia becomes
happy and free, My course will run to its end.”

Happiness is not a gift of destiny. It must be won through hard work of self-
improvement. The concept of struggle, similar to Prof. Rudolf von Jhering, takes a special
place in the reflections of J. Plieksans. While R. von Jhering puts forward the thesis that every
right in this world has been won, J. Plicks$ans points out that happiness cannot be achieved
without a fight: “Fight for yourself, help, think, judge and weigh, Be the master, be the one to
open the door to your happiness.”

Personal happiness is only the lowest degree of happiness. Working for the nation and
for humanity is the highest or supreme happiness. However, personal happiness is not the
opposite to supreme happiness. “Supreme happiness cannot be achieved by everyone by
himself, all mankind must be led to happiness, so that each individual can feel satisfied,
[since] all mankind is thirsting for happiness, eternal, endless personal happiness is the
ultimate goal of all mankind.” Therefore, “the greatest, never-ending effort — work for all, at
the same time brings the greatest personal satisfaction — happiness” and at the same time — the
supreme happiness.

Rainis’ cosmopolitanism cannot be limited to the happiness of a single person or one
nation. A human is a citizen of the world, similar to Prof. Immanuel Kant. Rainis’ “formula of
happiness” implies endless self-improvement efforts in the struggle for personal happiness,
with the aim of leading all humanity towards happiness.

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Orthodox Latvians and J. Samarin Charitable Education Foundation

In the 1830s, the first Orthodox Church primary schools in the Baltic provinces were
opened in the Vicariate of Riga of the Pskov Diocese, which marked the beginning of the
existence of these schools in the territory of Latvia. After 1845 — after the conversion of
Latvians to Orthodoxy, when the number of Orthodox believers increased — on 26 January
1846, the decree of the Synod was adopted, according to which each Orthodox parish in
Vidzeme Gubernia had to establish an Orthodox Church primary school, or parish school. As
a result, in 1848 only 15 of the 72 parishes of the Vicariate of Riga did not have their own
school. According to the 1819 statutes for Vidzeme peasants, these schools were to be
maintained at the peasants’ own expense. In view of the peasants’ poor material condition,
maintenance of the schools was taken over by the church.

From 1850, when a separate Riga diocese was established, Orthodox Church schools
were granted 1000 roubles a year. However, this amount was merely symbolic, it was only
enough for renting school premises and for teachers’ salaries. It is known that the salary of a
teacher in the 1850s did not exceed 30 roubles a year. On 1 May 1850, “Regulations for
Orthodox Folk Schools in the Baltic Governorates” were adopted, which promoted the
organisation of Orthodox special schools. According to the 1850 regulations, all Orthodox
children had to attend school. Thus, very slowly, the chain of Orthodox Church education and
educational programmes began to take shape.

After Yuri Samarin’s untimely death in March 1876, the family honoured his bequest:
the Orthodox Brotherhood of Peter and Paul received 10 000 roubles to form a special Yuri
Samarin Fund with the strict stipulation that the money be used exclusively for education of
Orthodox Latvians. The fund distributed the money to Latvian parish schools, teachers, and
university students. Until 1915, the Samarin family constantly contributed to this fund.

The scientific literature has a relatively large number of general studies on the history
of schools and education in Latvia. Regrettably, there are no detailed studies of the
educational system, the chain of various level schools of the Orthodox Church.

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Participation of the Latvian Evangelical Lutheran Church in the World Council of
Churches in the 1960s-1970s: A Window to the “Free World” or an Expression of the

Soviet “Soft Power”?

The report is based on the research of archival materials and publications on the
involvement of the Latvian Evangelical Lutheran Church (LELC) in the World Council of
Churches (WCC), an international ecumenical organisation founded in Amsterdam in 1948.
Initially, the attitude of the Soviet authorities towards the WCC was sharply negative,
considering it an organisation supported by Western powers and hostile to the USSR.
Therefore, the WCC efforts to involve churches of the Eastern Bloc countries, in particular the
Russian Orthodox Church (ROC), were unsuccessful. The Soviet authorities did not want
representatives of religious organisations to participate in foreign congresses, since there was
a threat that these forums would voice an anti-USSR stance and that Soviet delegations would
not be able to influence it.

Archival documents show the controversial nature of the involvement of
denominations from the USSR in the WCC. On the one hand, participation of representatives
of Christian denominations in international forums meant an opportunity to exchange
information and hope for improvement by disclosing facts about the real situation of religious
life. On the other hand, Soviet authorities, through the representatives of these churches, tried
to influence the decisions of the WCC, although not always successfully. In 1971, the Latvian
Evangelical Lutheran Church outside Latvia was granted membership in the WCC despite the
LELC’s protest (before that, diaspora organisations had equally unsuccessfully opposed the
admission of the LELC to the WCC). Efforts to prevent the WCC from adopting resolutions
critical of the USSR were more successful. When in 1975 the WCC Assembly in Nairobi
considered a resolution on human rights violations, protests by Eastern Bloc churches and
diplomatic attitudes of the WCC leadership resulted in including only a brief phrase in the text
— that the Assembly addressed the issue of “alleged denials of religious liberty” and the
abstract thesis that ecumenism unites Christians of both political blocs.

The international contacts of religious organisations of the USSR show the
contradictions of the Soviet politics — the desire to create a positive impression of the USSR in
the Western countries through cultural diplomacy inevitably relaxed mechanisms of total
control.

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Sinergy Between the Catholic Liturgical Textiles of Latgale and the Local Craftswomen

Within the State Research Programme “Latvian Heritage and Future Challenges for the
Country’s Sustainability” project “Interaction between the individual, the society and the state in the
process of the history of Latvia: conflicting values and formation of shared values during historical
turning points” and while working on the scientific problem of “The role of Latvian Catholic church
textiles in the development of vernacular aesthetic values”, the author has identified the primary
sources in the form of Catholic liturgical textiles found in churches in the cultural and historical
region of Latgale. In addition, the author has created new written and physical sources and has
begun work on the evaluation and scientific interpretation of the formerly mentioned sources.

During the programme implementation, primary sources were collected in the Catholic
churches of Aglona, Balvi, Dagda, Krustpils, Ludza, Madona, Preili, R€zekne, Riebini, Varkava,
Varaklani, Vilaka, and Vilani regions. Descriptions and photographs of the collected material have
been submitted to the Repository of Ethnographic Material of the Institute of Latvian History,
University of Latvia (1902 items) as well as to the archives of the Ethnographic Open-Air Museum
of Latvia (1808 items). The collected primary sources consisting of 118 items have been added to
the collection of the Ethnographic Open-Air Museum of Latvia.

The liturgical textiles identified in the Catholic churches of Latgale are an invaluable source
of information about Latvian culture from the 17th to 20th centuries. They illustrate the use of
textiles and embroidery techniques and their variety used in this period, namely, damask, linen,
brocade, natural silk, velvet, and other textiles; metal thread sown lace made in Italy 17-19 c.;
brocade ribbons from 18-19 c.; pickled laces, white and coloured textile embroidery from 18-19 c.;
netting work, open work on net, openwork ground, crochet, applique, and other needlework from
the second half of the 19th century.

From the 17th to the mid-19th century liturgical textiles were imported from various
European countries (Italy, Germany, Poland, etc.), but since 1880, local women proficient in
needlework started to be included in the process of liturgical textile creation. They mostly worked on
embroidery upon white material, creating priest clothing (alba, surplice) and altar coverings.
Embroidery of stoles and bell ribbons with coloured thread was less common. The choice of
ornamentation was dictated by the skills of these women, the available information and
interpretation of it, as well as personal taste. Notably, more than 60% of the ornaments used contain
elements used in traditional clothing (squares, suns, zigzags) as well as compositions characteristic
of folk art. An example is the ornament on a glove from Nica (CVVM 16186) used as the basis for
the ornamentation of the openwork ground for the Roman Catholic church alba at Rugaji (BDM ZM
11584).

A certain synergy is observable between the liturgical textiles and the local work of
craftswomen: the church used local materials in the creation of their textiles (linen and wool was in
great respect). Traditional geometrical compositions and the cutting of materials along the lines of
the thread were also used. The local residents in turn gained knowledge about various new textiles,
needlework techniques and compositions that local women used in furthering of their skills as well
as creation of more modern everyday textiles.

Through the synergy of these two cultures, the local population gained understanding of the
advances in the creation of various textiles, the influence of European artistic styles and the creation
of a contemporary living space and the necessary items and ornamentation to achieve this. This
synergy improved and raised the level of local culture and created the prerequisites for the
development of applied arts.

PieverSot uzmanibu ne tikai vardarbibai
pret sievietém, bet ari, p&tot iesp&jas, kadas bija pieredz&éto apjégt un parrunat 1905.-1907. gada
notikumu laika un vé€lakajas desmitgadeés 1918. gada proklamétas Latvijas valsts prese, var
ieZim&t emocionalo mantojumu, ar kadu dala iedzivotaju bija spiesta sadzivot starpkaru gados.

Vardarbibu pret sievietem 1905. gada revolicija var raksturot ar sekojosu statistiku. Kopa
ar vesturnieci Ligu Lapu, analiz€jot dazadus avotus, mums ir izdevies iegiit zinas par vardarbibu
pret vismaz 1066 sievietem. Lielaka grupa (651 sieviete) vardarbibu pieredz&ja tapéc, ka varas
iestades vinas uzskatija par vardarbibas istenotajam. Vinas demonstréja savu agenci, uznemoties
dazadas lomas revolucionaraja kustiba, parsvara ka pretvalstiskas literatiiras glabatajas un
izplatitajas. Dazkart vinas tika spidzinatas izmekleSanas laika un publiski pertas ar dazadiem
sitamajiem.

Otra grupa sievieSu (273) bija sievietes, kuras kluva par gimenes virieSu revolucionaro
aktivitasu kilniecem, tika paklautas vardarbibai no valsts institliciju puses, kad tas meklgja par
dalibu revolucionarajos notikumos aizdomas turétos gimenes loceklus. Dalu no vipam var
identificét (141), bet pargjas (132) ir minétas tikai dzimtes lomas ka mates, masas, sievas ar
maziem b&riem un ligavas. Vinas mégindja ietekmét tuvinieku liktenus, cenSoties izltigties,
izpirkt vinus, pasas nereti kluva par kilniecém. Vinas tika dazadi ietekmétas, lai piespiestu
gimenes loceklus padoties. Dazkart piedzivoja represijas no revolucionariem, ja vinu gimenes
locekli pasludinaja par nodeveju.

Pirmo divu grupu sievietes tika paklautas dazada veida vardarbibai no soda ekspedicijas
karaspeka puses — (1) seksuala uzmaksanas, izvarosana, (2) spidzinasana bernu klatbiitng, bérmu
un tuvinieku spidzinasana un nogalinasana sievietes klatbuitng, (3) gimenes vairaku paaudzu krato
materialo vertibu sadedzinasana un izlaupiSana, mantiskd un sociala stavokla krasa maina, (4)
atstaSana bez iztikas lidzekliem ar mazgadigiem bérniem un darba nespgjigiem vecakiem, (5)
atSkirSana no berniem pa aresta laiku, bernu piespiedu ievietoSana patversmes, (6) morala rakstura
pazemojumi — apsudzibas “spiego$ana”, labvéliga attiecksmé pret cara karaspeku, draudi atdot
izvaroSanai kazakiem.

TreSo vardarbiba cietuso sievieSu grupu veidoja sievietes, kas nejausi ka liecinieces bija
nokluvusSas konfliktu situacijas, pieméram, apSaudes, uzbrukumos (142 sievietes).

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Violence Against Women in the 1905 Revolution and Its Coverage in the Press, 1905-1940

The 1905 Revolution in Latvia has rich historiography. However, the topic is not
problematised in the context of women’s agency or violence against women. The revolutionary
activities of women in the context of heroism are marked in Soviet historiography after the Second
World War. However, it generally ignored the experiences of women that differed from heroism.
Not only focusing on violence against women, but also by exploring the possibilities of
understanding and discussing the experience during the events of 1905-1907 and in the later
decades in the national press of the State of Latvia, proclaimed in 1918, one can mark the
emotional heritage forcibly experienced by a part of the population in the interwar years.

The research is based on the analysis of documents produced in the judicial system of the
Russian Empire, as well as on the survey of the participants of the revolution conducted by the
Fifth Year Society created in 1926, the interwar Latvian press and mostly eyewitness records
written in the 1930s.

Violence against women in the 1905 Revolution can be described using the following
statistics. Together with the historian Liga Lapa, by analysing various sources, we have managed
to obtain information about violence against at least 1066 women. The largest group (651 women)
experienced violence because they were perceived by the authorities as perpetrators. They
demonstrated their agency by taking on various roles in the revolutionary movement, mostly as
custodians and distributors of anti-state literature. Sometimes they were tortured during the
investigation and publicly bludgeoned.

The second group (273) were women who became hostages due to the revolutionary
activities of family males and were subjected to violence by state institutions when they were
looking for family members suspected of participating in the revolutionary events. Some of them
can be identified (141), while others (132) are mentioned only in their gender roles as mothers,
sisters, wives with young children, and brides. They tried to influence the fate of their loved ones
by trying to beg, to ransom them, and they often became hostages themselves. They were
variously influenced to force their family members to give up. Sometimes they experienced
repressions from revolutionaries in case their family member was declared as a traitor.

Women of the first two groups were subjected to various forms of violence by punitive
expedition troops: (1) sexual harassment, rape, (2) torture in the presence of children, torture and
killing of children and loved ones in the presence of the woman, (3) burning and plundering of
family property accumulated by several generations; drastic change of property and social status,
(4) deprivation of means of subsistence while having young children and incapacitated parents, (5)
separation from children during detention, forced placement of children in shelters, (6) humiliation
of a moral nature — accusations of “espionage”, favourable attitude towards the tsar ‘s troops, the
threat of delivering to Cossacks for rape.

The third group of women who were victims of violence consisted of women who had
accidentally witnessed conflict situations, such as shootings and attacks (142 women).

Analysing the cases of several women — victims of violence, whose efforts to achieve
justice can be traced back to the 1920s and 1930s, and looking at them in the context of the
formation of collective memories of the events of 1905 in the Latvian state until 1940, it can be
concluded that in the early 1930s publicists tried to promote narration of personal experiences in
public discourse. However, (also) the pre-Second World War political system had a negative
impact on women’s ability to regain control of what they experienced in the Fifth Year.

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Representation of the Identity of the Population of South-Eastern Latvia in Historical
Sources (1920-2020)

A person’s identity is embodied in the products of his/her activity, which over time
become sources of history. Different types of sources reveal the edges of the identity of people
of the past in different ways and to various degrees. Sources of personal origin (the so-called
ego documents), including oral history, are the most suitable for this purpose. However, other
sources also contain information that indicates a person’s identity and self-identification.
Thus, the interaction of ethnic and national identity considered on the example of the
representatives of Latvia’s ethnic minorities can be found in various sources both as direct
statements and as indirect information. For example, studying the situation of Russians
deported from south-eastern Latvia in March 1949, which is revealed in deportation
documents (fund 1894 of the Latvian National Archives, Latvian State Archives) and in oral
testimonies of former deportees (Daugavpils University Oral History Centre, DU MVC), it is
clearly seen that they had features of both ethnic identity and Latvian national identity.

During the oral history expedition organised within the project, materials were
collected that allowed to expand the chronological boundaries of the research. This time the
focus is laid on the historical experience of another ethnic minority typical of south-eastern
Latvia — Belarusians. The DU MVC collection includes life stories of Belarusians born in
Latvia during the 1920s-1930s. During the expedition of 2020, the life stories of local
Belarusians born in the 1940s-1950s were recorded.. Unlike the first group, the sources of the
second group in most cases demonstrate a lack of features of national identity of the narrators.
Comparison of specific situations allows making assumptions about the influence of various
factors (family upbringing, school, social environment, mass media, etc.) on the formation of
national identity.

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The Livonian “Expulsion Time” During the First World War

In 1915, during the First World War, as the front line approached the Governorate of
Courland, 400 000 to 450 000 of its residents fled voluntarily or were subjecyed to forced
evacuation. These refugees also included the Livonians who resided in the villages of the
northern Courland (Kurzeme) coast. Part of them left before the arrival of the German army,
but the remaining ones were driven out of their homes in October 1915 when the German
forces ordered everyone to leave the coast and move inland at a distance of at least ten
kilometres. The latter group became internal refugees who never ventured beyond the borders
of the Governorate of Courland during the war years. A term has developed in Livonian for
this refugee period — ulzajtobaiga or “the expulsion time”, which is also included in the
modern Livonian dictionary with the explanatory translation of “the Livonian expulsion time
(1915-1919)”.

Based on Livonian narrations written down in the first half of the 1920s, on
observations by contemporaries of the life in the Livonian villages shortly before the war and
immediately after it, as well as on statistical data, this report will describe the Livonian
“expulsion time” and its influence on the ethnic processes. The war years brought economic
disaster to the entire population of Latvia, but for the Livonians, along with the “expulsion
time”, this meant also an ethnic catastrophe: the already small numbers of Livonians
plummeted (at the end of the 19th century, there were 3000 Livonians; the Latvian national
census conducted in the summer of 1920 recorded only 831 Livonians, but according to
unofficial estimates the maximum number of Livonian speakers might have been
approximately 1500); the opportunities for using Livonian language significantly narrowed,
which weakened the language and decreased its functions; the Livonian ethnic self-awareness
diminished even more; the majority of children and young adults grew up in a foreign
language environment and either did not learn their native language at all or forgot what they
already had known. Therefore, in the post-war years, the Livonians not only had to renew
their economic life, but also to decide the future fate of the Livonian language and culture.

Polish Minority in Democratic Lithuania (1918-1926) and Democratic Latvia (1918—
1934): Attempted Comparison

In 1918, Lithuania and Latvia were established as independent nation-states. In both
countries, national minorities constituted a significant part of the population. Poles were the
largest national minority in the Republic of Lithuania, albeit only unofficially, according to
the calculations of Polish organisations. In the case of Latvia, the Polish community
constituted only 3.3% of the population (according to data from 1920), giving way to such
nationalities as Baltic Germans, Russians, and Jews. The position of the Polish national
minority was influenced by Poland’s relations with the two Baltic countries. While Poland and
Lithuania did not maintain relations with each other (until 1938), Polish—Latvian relations,
sealed by the joint liberation of Latgalia in 1920, should be considered correct (although not
free from controversy in the area of the rights of the Polish national minority).

The Polish community, both in Lithuania and in Latvia, in the period of parliamentary
democracy, was able to fight for the existence of cultural, social, and sports organisations,
representation in local governments and parliament, as well as publishing activities. The
Polish culture was developing, the symbol of which may be the existence of the Polish theatre
in Riga. Poles studied at two universities: in Kaunas and in Riga. A difficult topic in mutual
relations was the situation of the Polish landed gentry in Kaunas, Lithuania, and Latgale,
Latvia, which used to be the carrier of Polish culture in the 19th century.

The situation changed with the liquidation of parliamentary democracy: in Lithuania in
1926, in Latvia in 1934. Poles lost the opportunity to articulate their interests in the
parliamentary forum. Nevertheless, the Polish community enjoyed its rights until the Soviet
occupation in 1940. After the Soviets entered the Baltic States, Polish schools and Polish
minority organisations were liquidated, and activists were repressed. The Polish community
could not fully recover until Lithuania and Latvia regained their independence in 1990.

Economic Environment in Latvia: Interaction of Ethical and Ethnic VValues

In Latvian sociology and political science, the role of the ethnic factor in the life of
Latvian society is mainly considered to gain a deeper understanding of political processes in
the country, peculiarities of national and political identification, geopolitical sympathy, public
communication and historical memory. However, interethnic interaction, mainly between
Latvians and Russians at the individual level in the public space, is most intensively and
almost daily realised in the economic space. One of the known studies on the role of ethnic
identity in economic life, "Social Integration and Entrepreneurship: Ethnic Aspect" was
conducted in 2004. Thus, the contradictory nature of the interaction of economic and ethnic
factors had already been revealed. On the one hand, the important role of the economy in the
integration of Latvian society was noted. On the other hand, the study showed a significant
ethnic distribution of the business environment. At the same time, the authors of the study
considered the position of the Latvian language in the business communication of
representatives of different ethnic groups as the most important criterion of ethnic differences
in economic life (Zepa B. (supervisor), Selecka A., Sitpule I., Krisane J., Tomsone I.,
Krastina L. (2004) Sabiedribas integracija un uznémgjdarbiba: etniskais aspekts [Social
Integration and Entrepreneurship: Ethnic Aspect]. Riga: Baltic Institute of Social Sciences, pp.
9-10, 18-28).

In 2021, the author of the report organised a sociological study “Economic
Environment in Latvia: Interaction of Ethical and Ethnic Values” to evaluate the peculiarities
of ethical norms (firstly, norms of moral justice) in regulating relations between different
ethnic groups (mainly Latvians and Russians) in economic life and staff relations between the
institutions. At the same time, the task was set to show to what extent representatives of
different ethnic groups are ready to apply universal moral norms and assessments in working
relations with colleagues of different ethnic backgrounds. The total number of respondents
was n = 1008, of which 609 are Latvians, 327 Russians, 72 representatives of other ethnic
groups. Sociological data collection was performed by the SKDS Research Centre in June —
September 2021. The study was funded by the State Research Programme project “Interaction
between the individual, the society, and the state in process of the history of Latvia:
conflicting values and formation of shared values during historical turning points”.

The research data showed that a high appreciation of the ideals of justice is
characteristic of the moral consciousness of both Latvian and Russian respondents. At the
same time, there exist some differences between Latvian and Russian respondents in their
attitude towards the ideal of justice, as well as to implementation of other moral values in
economic behaviour, business communication, corporate ethics and respect for established
hierarchies in companies and institutions, perception of professional, moral, and psychological
characteristics of employees with different ethnic identities.
