The twelve
animals of the Zodiac may be used as cautionary
omens, hut they are most widely portrayed as
symbols of good luck and fortune.

remnants of yesterday. It also gives rise fo
people’s interest in public art.

Zodiac Block prints
are a distinctive form of popular art,

 which, like spring couplefs, also evolved from
the tradition of peach wood charms.

These prints may be generally placed in three categories:

wood block prints, paper cuttings and paper drawings.

They were made by infegrating folk drawing techniques

with the styles of traditional paintings, drawings by the literati,
and even western art for mass reproduction by wood block prinfing,
creating a final product that in style and form was

truly unique in Chinese art.
The subject matter of the prints began with door gods,
gradually widening in scope fo become auspicious
~ motifs used on celebratory occasions and fo bring

luck and wealth. Later, the prints incorporated stories,
dramas, and folk customs fo express

the sense and sensibilities of the public.
